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1 The officer did not ensure registration of contractors required to be carried
out once is two years as per clause no. 5 of Works Regulations.

2. The officer violated clause no. 6(ii) of Works Regulations and invited limited
tenders from 3 firms only almost in all cases. Many times, the quotations
were sought from only 3 no. firms at each instance either of Jalandhar (M/s
High Tension, M/s Basant Transformer and M/s Hydraulic) or of Ludhiana
(M/s Janta, M/s Superpower and M/s Asian) and not from other firms thus
limiting competition. The officer has not ensured proper competitive bidding
in tenders and has placed many orders to M/s High Tension.

3. The officer did not ensure that tender specifications are with technical
details/ relevant IS and proper terms and conditions as per requirement of
clause no. 9 of Works Regulations thus lacking transparency. For instance in
tender enquiry 03/2021-22, inspite of urgency of work, no delivery period was
mentioned in the DNIT. The quotations received were with delivery period
upto 90 days and Work Order contains delivery period of 1 to 2 weeks.
Similarly, on Technical side, no IS/ Drawing, Technical detail was mentioned

in the specification.
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1 The official did not ensure registration of contractors required to be carried
out once in two years as per clause no. 5 of Works Regulations.
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2. The official violated clause no. 6(ii) of Works Regulations and invited llmfted
tenders from 3 firms only almost in all cases. Many times, the quotations
were sought from only 3 no. firms at each instance either of Jalandhar (M/S
High Tension, M/s Basant Transformer and M/s Hydraulic) or of Ludhiana
(M/s Janta, M/s Superpower and M/s Asian) and not from other firms thus
limiting competition. The official has not ensured proper competitive bidding
in tenders and has placed many orders to M/s High Tension.

3. The official did not ensure that tender specifications are with technical
details/ relevant IS and proper terms and conditions as per requirement of
clause no. 9 of Works Regulations. For instance in tender enquiry 03/2021-22,
inspite of urgency of work, no delivery period was mentioned in the DNIT. The
quotations received were with delivery period upto 90 days and Work Order
contains delivery period of 1 to 2 weeks.
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1. The officer did not point out requirement for re
clause no. 5 of Works Regulations.

The officer did not object to invitation of limited tenders from only 3 no. firms
in almost all cases continuously & violated clause no. 6(iij) of Works
Regulations and thus no efforts were made to ensure maximum competition,
3. The officer did not ensure that tender specifications are with technical

details/ relevant IS and proper terms and conditions gs per requirement of
clause no. 9 of Works Regulations.
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The officer has not pointed out that in case of limited tenders where the

number of registered contractors Is less than 5, limited tenders needs to be

invited from the contractors registered with other organisations of the Board/
