SUBJECT: INCOME-TAX DEDUCTION FROM SALARIES DURING THE 
FINANCIAL YEAR 2020-21 UNDER SECTION 192 OF THE 
INCOME-TAX ACT, 1961. 

***** 

Reference is invited to Circular No. 412020 dated 16.01.2020 whereby the rates of 

deduction of income-tax from the payment of income under the head "Salaries" under 
Section 192 of the Income-tax Act, 1961 (hereinafter ' the Act'), during the financial year 

2019-20, were intimated. The present Circular contains the rates of deduction of income-tax 

from the payment of income chargeable under the head "Salaries" during the financial year 

2020-21 and explains certain related provisions of the Act and Income-tax Rules, 1962 
(hereinafter the Rules).AlI the sections and rules referred are of Income-tax Act, 1961 and 

Income-tax Rules, 1962 respectively unless otherwise specified. The relevant Acts, Rules, 

Forms and Notifications are available at the website of the Income Tax Department­

2. RATES OF INCOME-TAX AS PER FINANCE ACT. 2020; 

As per the Finance Act, 2020, income-tax is required to be deducted under Section 192 of 
the Act from income chargeable under the head "Salaries" for the fmancial year 2020-21 (i.e. 
Assessment Year 2021 -22) at the following rates: 

2.1 Rates of tax

Section 11 5BAC of the Income -tax Act, 1961 , inserted by the Finance Act, 2020 w.e.f. Assessment 
Year 2021-22, inter alia, provides that a person, being an individual or a HUF may exercise option in 
respect of a previous year to be taxed under the said section ]15BAC. In case of a person having income 
from business or profession, such person is requ ired to exercise the option in prescribed manner on or 
before the due date specified under sub-section (I) of section 139 oCthe Act for any previous year relevant 
to assessment year commencing on or after 01.04.2021 and such option once exercised shall apply to 
subsequent assessment years. However, in case of such persons, the option once exercised can be 
withdrawn only once and such person shall never be eligible to exercise the option again unless such 
person ceases to have income from business or profession. In case of person having income from any other 
source apart from business and profession, such person is required to exercise the option in the prescribed 
manner along with the return of income to be furnished under section ]39(1) of the Act for the previous 
year relevant to the assessment year. The concessional rates of tax provided under section 115BAC are 
subject to the condition that the total income shall be computed without specified exemplions or 
deductions, set off of loss and additional depreciation. The concessional rates of tax uls 11 5BAC are given 
in table below:

2.3 Surcharee on Income tax: 

The amount of income-tax computed in accordance w ith the preceding provisions of this 
Paragraph, or the provisions of section II t A or section 112 or section l l2A or the 
provisions of section 115BAC, of the Income-tax Act, shall be increased by a surcharge for 
the purposes of the Un ion, calculated, in the case of every individual or Hindu undivided 
family or association of persons or body of individuals, whether incorporated or not, or every 
artificial juridical person referred to in sub-clause (vii) of clause (31) of section 2 of the 
Income-tax Act,-

(a) having a total income (includi ng the income by way of dividend or income under the 
provisions of section lI lA and section I I2A of the Income·tax Act) exceeding fifty lakh 
rupees but not exceeding one crore rupees, at the rate of ten per cent. of such income·tax; 

(b) having a total income (including the income by way of dividend or income under the 
provisions of section III A and section 112A of the Income-tax Act) exceeding one crore 
rupees but not exceeding two crore rupees, at the rate of fifteen per cent. of such income-tax; 

(c) having a total income (excluding the income by way of dividend or income under the 
provisions of section IliA and section ll 2A of the Income-tax Act) exceeding two crore 
rupees but not exceed ing five crore rupees, at the rate of twenty-five per cent. of such 
income-tax; 

(d) having a total income (excluding the income by way of dividend or income under the 
provisions of section IliA and section 112A of the lncome·tax Act) exceeding five crore 
rupees, at the rate of thirty-seven per cent. of such income-tax; and 

(e) having a total income (i ncluding the income by way of dividend or income under the 
provisions of section IlIA and section 112A) exceeding two crore rupees, but is not covered 
under clauses (c) and (d), shall be applicable at the rate of fifteen per cent. of such income­
tax: 

Provided that in case where the total income includes any income by way of dividend or 
income chargeable under section II I A and section ll2A of the Income· tax Act, the rate of 
surcharge on the amount of Income-tax computed in respect of that part of income shall not 
exceed fifteen per cent.: 

Provided further that in the case of persons mentioned above having total income exceeding, 

(a) fifty lakh rupees but not exceeding one crore rupees, the total amount payable as income­
tax and surcharge on such income shall not exceed the total amount payable as income·tax 
on a total income of fifty lakh rupees by more than the amount of income that exceeds fifty 
lakh rupees; 

(b) one crore rupees but does not exceed two crore rupees, the total amount payable as 
income-tax and surcharge on such income shaH not exceed the total amount payable as 
income-tax and surcharge on a total income of one crore rupees by more than the amount of 
income that exceeds one crore rupees; 

(c) two crore rupees but does not exceed five crore rupees, the total amount payable as 
income-tax and surcharge on such income shall not exceed tbe (otal amount payable as 
income-tax and surcharge on a total income of two crore rupees by more than the amount of 
income that exceeds two crore rupees; 
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(d) five crore rupees, the total amount payable as income-tax and surcharge on such income 
shall not exceed the total amount payable as income-tax and surcharge on a total income of 
five crore rupees by more than the amount of income tbat exceeds five crore rupees. 

2.4 Health and Education Cess 

"Healtb and Education Cess" sball be levied at tbe rate of four percent of income tax 
including surcharge wherever applicable, No marginal relief shall be available in respect of 
such cess. 

3 SECTION 192 OF THE INCOME-TAX ACT. 1961; BROAD SCHEME OF TAX 
DEDUCTION AT SOURCE FROM "SALARIES"; 

3.1 Metbod of Tax Calculation; 

Every person who is responsible for paying any income chargeable under the head "Salaries" shall deduct 
income-tax on the estimated income of the assessee under the head "Salaries" for the financial year 2020-
21. The income-tax is requi red to be ca lculated on the basis of the rates given above, subject to the 
provisions related to requirement to furnish PAN or Aadhaar number, as the case may be, as per sec 
206AA of the Act, and shall be deducted at the time of each payment. 

As per section 192( I C) of the Act, a person, be in g an eligible start-up referred to in section 80-IAC, 
responsible for paying any income to the assessee being perqu isite of the nature specified in sub-clause (vi) 
of clause (2) of Section 17 in any previous year relevant to assessment year 2021-22 and thereafter, shall 
deduct or pay, as the case may be, tax on such income withi n 14 days-

a) after the expiry of 48 months from end of relevant assessment year; or 
b) from the date of sa le of such specified security or sweat equity share by the assessee; or 
c) from the date ofthe assessee ceasing to be the employee ofthe person, 

whichever is the earliest, on the basis of rates in force for the financia l year in which the said specified 
security or sweat equ ity share is allotted or transferred . 

An employee intending to opt for the concessional rates of tax under section 115BAC of the Act. may 
intimate the deductor, being hi s employer, of such intention for each previous year and upon such 
intimation, the deductor shall compute his total income, and make IDS thereon in accordance with the 
provisions of section 115SAC. If such intimation is not made by the employee, the employer shaH make 
IDS without considering the provision of section llSSAC of the Act. TIle intimation so made to the 
deductor shall be only for the purpose ofTDS during the previous year and cannot be modified during that 
year. (CBDT Circular No. C I of2020 dated 13.04.2020) 

No tax, however, will be required to be deducted at source in a case unless the estimated 
salary income including the value of perquis ites is taxable after giv ing effect to the 
exemptions, deductions and relief as applicable. (Some typical ilIustrafions of computation 
a/tax are given at Alllrexlire-I). 

3.2 Pavment of Tax on Perquisites bv Employer: 

An option has been given to the employer to pay the tax on non-monetary perquisites g iven 
to an employee. 'me employer may, at its option, make payment of the tax on such 
perquisites himself without making any TDS [TOm the salary of the employee. However, the 
employer will have to pay the tax at the time when such tax was otherwise deductible i.e . at 
the time of payment of income chargeable under the head "salaries" to the employee. 

3.2.1 Computation of Average Income Tax: 

For the purpose of making the payment of tax mentioned in para 3.2 above, tax is to be 
determined at the average of income tax computed on the basis of rate in force for the 
fmancial year, on the income chargeable under the head "salaries" , including the value 
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of perquisites for which tax has been paid by the employer himself. 

3.2.2 Illustration: 

The income chargeable under the head 'Salaries" of an employee below sixty years of age 
for the year inclusive of all perquisites is Rs. 6,00,000/-, out of which, Rs. 50,000/· is on 
account of non-monetary perquisites and the employer opts to pay the tax on such 
perquisites as per the provisions discussed in para 3.2 above. 

STEPS;

The tax so paid by the employer shall be deemed to be TOS made from the salary of the 
employee. 

3.3 SalaD' From More Than Qne Employer; 

Section 192(2) deals with situations where an individual is working under more than one 
employer or has changed from one employer to another. It provides for deduction of tax at 
source by such employer (as the tax payer may choose) from the aggregate salary of the 
employee, who is or has been in receipt of salary from more than one employer. The 
employee is now required to furnish to the present/chosen employer details of the income 
under the head "Salaries" due or received from the fonner/other employer and also tax 
deducted at source therefrom, in writing and duly verified by him and by the 
former/other employer. The present/chosen employer will be required to deduct tax at 
source on the aggregate amount of salary (including salary received from the fonner or other 
employer). 

3.4 Relief When Salary Paid in Arrear or Adyance: 

3.4.J Under section 192(2A) where the assessee, being a Government servant or an 
employee in a company, co-operative society, local authority, university, institution, 
association or body is entitled to the relief under Section 89 he may furnish to the person 
responsible for making the payment referred to in Para (3.1), such particulars in Form No. 
IOE duly verified by him, and thereupon the person responsible, as aforesaid, shall 
compute the relief on the basis of such particulars and take the same into account in 
making the deduction under Para(3.1) above. Further, such assessee shall upload the 
aforesaid Form JOE electronically in the e-Filing portal along with the return of income. 

Here 'bniversityH means a university established or incorporated by or under a Central, State 
or Provincial Act, and includes an institution declared under Section 3 of the University 
Grants Commission Act, 1956 to be a university for the purpose of that Act. 

3il2 With effect from 110412010 (A Y 20 I 0-11), no such relief shall be granted in respect 
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of any amount received or receivable by an assessee on his voluntary retirement or 
tennination of his service, in accordance with any scheme or schemes of voluntary 
retirement or in the case of a public sector company referred to in section 1O(10C)(i) (read 
with Rule 2BA), a scheme of voluntary separation, if an exemption in respect of any amount 
received or receivable on such voluntary retirement or termination of his service or 
voluntary separation has been claimed by the assessee under seclion 10(1 OC) in respect of 
such, or any other, assessment year. 

3.5 Information regarding Income under any other headj 

(i) Section 192(28 ) enables a taxpayer to furnish particulars of income under any head 
other than "Salaries" ( not being a loss under any such head other than the loss under the 
head - Income from house property)) received by the taxpayer for the same fInanci al year 
and of any tax deducted at source thereon. The particulars may now be furnished in a simple 
statement, which is properly signed and verified by the taxpayer in the manner as 
prescribed under Rule 26B(2) of the Rules and shall be annexed to the simple statement The 
form of verification is reproduced as under: 

I, .............................. (name of the assessee), do declare tbat what is stated 
above is true to tbe best of my information and belief. 

It is reiterated that the 000 can take into account anv loss on Iv under the head "Income 
from house property". Loss under anv other head cannot be considered by the DDO for 
calculating the amount of tax to be deducted. 

It may be noted that loss under the head "Income from house property" can be set off 
only up to Rs. 2.00 lakh with the income under any other head of income in view of the 
amendment to section 71 of the Act vide Finance Act, 2017. Hence, loss under the head 
"Income from bouse property" in excess of Rs. 2.00 lakh is to be ignored for calculating 
tbe amount of tax deduction. 

3.6 Computation of income under the head " Income from house property": 

While taking into account the loss from House Property, the DDO shall ensure that the 
employee files the declaration referred to above and encloses therewith a computation of 
such loss from house property. Following details shall be obtained and kept by the employer 
in respect of loss claimed under the head "hx::orre from house property" separately for each 
house property: 

a) Gross annual rent/value 
b) Municipal Taxes paid, ifany 
c) Deduction claimed for interest paid, if any 
d) Other deductions claimed 
e) Address of the property 

Tbe DDO shall also ensure furnishing ofthe evidence or particulars in Form No. 12BB 
in respect of deduction of interest as specified in Rulc 26C read with section 192 (20). 

3.6.1 Conditions for Claim of Deduction of 'nterest on Borrowed Capital for 
Computation of Income From Hoyse Properfl' (Section 24Cb))i 

Section 24(b) of the Act allows deduction from income from houses property on interest on 
borrowed capital as under: -

the deduction is allowed only in case of house property which is owned and is in the 
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occupation of the employee for his own residence. However, if it is actually not 
occupied by the employee in view of his place of the employment being at other 
place, his residence in that other place should not be in a building belonging to him. 

(ii.) the quantum of deduction allowed as per table below:

In case of Serial No.3 above 

(a) The acquisition or construction of the house should be completed within 5 years 
from the end of the FY in which the capital was borrowed. Hence, it is necessary 
for the DOO to have the completion certificate of the house property against 
which deduction is claimed either from the builder or through self·declaration 
from the employee. 

(1)) Further any prior period interest for the FYs upto the FY in which the property 
was acquired or constructed (as reduced by any part of interest allowed as 
deduction under any other section of the Act) shall be deducted in equal 
installments for the FY in question and subsequent four FYs. 

(c) The employee has to furnish before the DDO a certificate from the person to 
whom any interest is payable on the borrowed capital specifying the amount of 
interest payable. In case a new loan is taken to repay the earlier loan, then the 
certificate should also show the details of Principal and Interest of the loan so 
repaid. 

As discussed in para 4.6.5 section 192(2D) read with rule 26C makes it mandatory 
for the DDO to obtain following details/evidences in respect of Interest deductible. 

(i) Interest payable or paid 
(ii)Name of the lender 
(iii) Address of the lender 
(iv) PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may be,of the lender 
PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may be,of the lender being financial 
institution or employer, is mandatory if it is available with the employee, 
however in case of other lender obtaining of PAN or Aadhaar number as the case 
may be, is mandatory by the DDD. 

3.7 Adjustment for Excess Of Sbortfall ofDcductjODj 

The provisions of Section 192(3) allow the deductor to make adjustments for any excess or 
shortfall in the deduction of tax already made during the financial year, in subsequent 
deductions for that employee within that financial year itself. 

3.8 Salaa Pajd in Foreign Curregcy: 

For the purposes of deduction of tax on salary payable in foreign currency, the value in 
rupees of such salary shall be calculated at the "Telegraphic transfer buying rate" of 
such currency as on the date on which tax is required to be deducted at source ( see Rule 26). 
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4 PERSONS RESPONSmLE FOR DEDIlCTlNG TAX AND THEIR DUTIES; 

4.1 Stipulation of section 204 of the Act: 

As per section 204(i) of the Act, in the context of payments other than payments by the 
Central Government or the State Government the "person responsible for paying" for the 
purpose of Section 192 means the employer himself or if the employer is a Company, the 
Company itself including the Principal Officer thereof. Further, as per Section 204(iv), in 
case the credit, or as the case may be, the payment is made by or on behalf of Central 
Govenunent or State Government, the DDO or any other person by whatever name called, 

responsible for crediting, or as the case may be, paying such sum is the "person responsible 
for pay ing" for the purpose of Section 192.Furthermore, as per section 204(v), in case of a 
person not resident in India, the "person responsible for paying" means the person himself 
or any person authorised by such person or the agent of such person in India including any 
person treated as an agent under section 163. 

4.1.1 Tax determined to be deducted from Salarv uls 192: 
The tax detennined as per para 9 should be deducted from the salary uls 192 of the Act. 

4.2 Deduction of Tax at Lower Rate: 

If the jurisdictional IDS officer of the employer issues a certificate of No Deduction or 
Lower Deduction of Tax under section 197 of the Act, in response to the application filed 
before him in Form No 13 by the employee; then the DDO should take into account such 
certificate and deduct tax on the salary payable at the rates mentioned therein. (see Rule 
28AA). The Unique Identification Number of the certificate is required to be reported in 
Quarterly Statement of TDS (Form 24Q). 

4.3 Deposit of Tax Deducted: 

Rule 30 prescribes time and mode of payment of tax deducted at source to the account of 
Central Government 

4.4.1 Due dates for pavment ofTDS:

4.4.2 Mode of Payment .fIDS 

4.4.2.1 Compulsory filing of Statement by PAD, Treasury Officer. etc in case of 
payment of IDS bv Book Entry ul s 200 (2A): 

In the case of an office of the Government, where tax has been paid to the credit of the 
Central Government without the production of a ehallan [Book Entry], the Pay and 
Accounts Officer or the Treasury Officer or the Cheque Drawing and Disbursing Officer or 
any other person by whatever name called to whom the deduetor reports about the tax 
deducted and who is responsible for crediting such sum to the credit of the Central 
Government, shall-

(a) submit a statement in Fonn No. 240 under section 200 (2Al on or before the 
30th day of April where statement relates to the month of March; and in any other 
case, on or before l5 days from the end of relevant month to the agency authorized 
by the Director General of Income-tax (Systems) [TIN Facilitation Centres currently 
managed by MIs National Securities Depository Ltd] in respect of tax deducted by 
the deductors and reported to him for that month; and 

(b) intimate the number (hereinafter referred to as the Book Identification Number or 
BIN) generated by the agency to each of the deductors in respect of whom the sum 
deducted has been credited. BIN consist of receipt number of Form 24G, 000 
sequence number in Fonn No. 24G and date on which tax is deposited. 

Iftbe PAO/CDDOrrO etc, as stated above, fails to deliver the statement as required U/S 
200(2A), he will be liable to pay, by way of penalty, under section 272A(2)(m), a sum 
which sball be Rs.l00/- for every day during which the failure continues. Howe\'er, the 
amount of such penalty shall not exceed the amount of tax which is deductible at 
source. 

The procedure of furnishing Form 24G is detailed in Annexure m. PAOs/DDOs should go 
through the F AQs in Annexure IV to understand the correct process to be followed. The 
ZAO I PAO of Central Government Ministries is responsible for filing of Form No. 240 on 
monthly basis. The person responsible for filing Form No. 240 in case of State Govt. 
Departments is shown at Annexure V. 

The procedure of furnishing Form 24G is detailed in Annexure IV. PAOslDDOs should go 
through the F AQs therein to understand the correct process to be followed. 

4.4.2.2 Payment by an Income Tax Challan: 

(i) In case the payment is made by an income-tax challan, the amount of tax so deducted 
shall be deposited to the credit of the Central Government by remitting it, within the time 
specified in Table in para 4.4. 1 above, into any office of the Reserve Bank of India or 
branches of the State Bank of India or of any authorized bank; 
(ii) In case of a company and a person (other than a company), to whom provisions of 
section 44AB are applicable, the amount deducted shall be electronically remitted into the 
Reserve Bank of India or the State Bank of India or any authorised bank accompanied by an 

y 



electronic income-tax challan (Rule 125). 

The amount shall be construed as electronically remifled to the Reserve Bank of India or to 
the State Bank of India or to any authorized bank, if the amount is remitted by way of: 

(a) internet banking facility of the Reserve Bank of India or of the State 
Bank of India or of any authorized bank; or 

(b) debit card. (Rule 30(7)} 

4.5 Interest. Pegalty & Prosecution for Failure to Deposit Tax Deducted; 

45.l If a person fails to deduct the whole or any part of the tax at source, or, after 
deducting, fails to pay the whole or any part of the tax to the credit of the Central 
Government within the prescribed time, he shall be liable to action in accordance with the 
provisions of section 20 I and shall be deemed to be an assessee-in-default in respect of such tax and 
liable for penal action u/s 221 of the Act. Further Section 201(IA) provides that such person shall 
be liable to pay simple interest 

(i) at the rate of 1 % for every month or part of the month on the amount of such tax 
from the date on which such tax was deductible to the date on which such tax is 
deducted; and 
(ii) at the rate of one and one-half percent for every month or part of a month on the 
amount of such tax from the date on which such tax was deducted to the date on 
which such lax is acrually paid. 

Such interest, if chargeable, is mandatory in nature and has to be paid before furnishing of 
quarterly statement ofTDS for respective quarter. 

452 Section 271C inter alia lays down that if any person fails to deduct whole or any 
part of tax at source or fails to pay the whole or part of tax under the second proviso to 
section 1948, he shall be liable to pay, by way ofpenaJtv, a sum equal to the amount of 
tax not deducted or paid by him. 

453 Further, section 2768 lays down that if a person fails to pay to the credit of the 
Central Government within the prescribed time, as above, the tax deducted at source 
by him or tax payable by him under the second proviso to Section 1948, he shall be 
punishable with rigorous imprisonment for a tenn which shall be between 3 months and 7 
years, along with fme. 

It may be notcd that as per the Taxation and Other Laws (Relaxation of Certain 
Provisions) Act, 2020 ( No.38 of 2020), in case due date for payment to Central 
Government after deduction of tax at source falls during the period from 20th, 

march, 2020 to 29th June, 2020 and such amount bas not becn paid within such 
date, but bas been paid on or before the 30Th June, 2020, the rate of interest on 
such amount for the period of delay shall be 0.75 % for every month or part 
thereof. Further, no penalty shall be levied and no prosecution sball be sanctioned 
in respect of such amount for the period of delay. 

4.6 Furn;shine of Certificate for Tax Deducted (Section 203li 

46.l Section 203 requires the DOD to furnish to the employee a certificate in Form 16 
detailing the amount of TDS and certain other particulars. Rule 31 prescribes that Fonn 16 
should be furnished to the employee by 151h June after the end of the financial year in which 
the income was paid and tax deducted. Even the banks deducting tax at the time of payment 
of pension are required to issue such certificates. Through the Taxation and Other Laws 
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(Relaxation of Certain Provisions) Act, 2020 ( No.38 of 2020), the due date for furnishing 
Form 16 for F.Y. 2019·20 to the employee bas been extended up to 15.08.2020. A copy 
ofFonn 16 is enclosed. The certificate in Ponn 16 shall specify 

(a) Valid permanent account number (PAN) or Aadhaar number, as the case may 
be,ofthe deductee; 

(b) Valid tax deduction and collection account number (TAN) of the deduclor; 
(c) (i) Book identification number or numbers (BIN) where deposit of tax 

deducted is without production of chalIan in case of an office of the 
Government; 
(ii) Challan identification number or numbers (CIN*) in case of payment 
through banle 

(*Challan identification number (CIN) means the number comprising the Basic Statistical 
Returns (BSR) Code of the Bank branch where the tax has been deposited, the date on which 
the tax has been deposited and challan serial number given by the bank.) 

(d) Receipt numbers of all the relevant quarterly statements of TOS (24Q). The 
receipt number of the quarterly statement is of 8 digit. 

Further as per Circular 0412013 dated 17-04-2013 all deduclors (including Government 
deductors who deposit TDS in the Central Government Account through book entry) shall 
issue the Part A of Form No. 16. by generating and subsequently downloading it through 
TRACES Portal and after duly authenticating and verifying it, in respect of all sums 
deducted on or after the 1st day of April, 2012 under the provisions of section 192 of 
Chapter XVJI·B. Part A of Form No 16 shall have a unique TDS certificate number. The 
deductor shall generate 'Part B (Annexure), of Form No. 16 from the Traces website and 
issue to the deductee after due authentication and verification along with the Part A of the 
Fonn No. 16. 

It may be noted that under the new TOS procedure, TAN of deductee! PAN or Aadhaar 
number, as the case may be,of the deductee and receipt number of TDS statement filed by 
the deductor act as unique identifier for granting online credit ofTOS to the decutee. Hence 
due care should be taken in filling these particulars. Due care should also be taken in 
indicating correct eINI BIN in TDS statement. 

If the ODO fails to issue these cenificates to the person concerned, as required by section 
203. he will be liable to pay. by way of penalty. under section 272A(2)(g), a sum which shall 
be Rs.l 00/· for every day during which the failure continues. However, the amount of such 
penalty shall not exceed the amount of tax which is deductible at source. 

It is, however, clarified that there is no obligation to issue the TOS certificate in case tax at 
source is not deductible/deducted by virtue of claims of exemptions and deductions. 

lNote: TRACES is a web-based application of the Income - tax Department that 
provides an interface to all stakeholders associated with TDS administration. It enables 
vien'ing of ehallan status, downloading of NSDL Conso File, Justification Report and 
Form 16 1 16A as well as viewing of annual tax credit statements (Form 26AS). E.w:.h 
deductor is required to Register in the Traces portal. Form 16116A issued to deductees 
should mandatorily be generated and dOwnloaded from the TRACES portal}. 

Certain essential points regarding the filing of the Statement and obtaining TDS 
certificates are mentioned below: 

I t 



(a) TDS certificate (FormI6) would be generated for the deductee only if Valid PAN or 
-... Aadhaar number as the case may be,is correctly mentioned in the Annexure II of Fonn 24Q in 

Quarter 4 filed by the deductor. Moreover, employers are advised to ensure in Form 16 
that the status of 'hlatching" with respect to "Form 24G/OLTAS" is .f'. If the status of 
matching other than ' F', kindly take necessary action promptly to rectify the same. It is 
pertinent to mention here that certain facilities have been provided to the deductors at 
website www.tdscpc.gov.in/ includingonlinecorrectionof statements (Form 24Q). 

(b) The employer should quote the eross amount of salary (including any amount exempt 
under section 10 and the deductions under chapter VI A) in column 321 (Amount 
paid/credited) of Annexure I of Form 24Q as per NSDL RPU (hereafter Return Preparation 
Utility). 

(c) The employer should quote the amount of salary excluding any amount exempt under 
section l Oin column 333 (Total amount of salary) of Annexure II of Form 24Q as per NSDL 
RPU. 

(d) TDS on Income (including loss from House Property) under any Head other than the 
head "Salaries" offered for IDS (shown in column 339) can be shown in column 350 
(Reported amount ofTOS by previous employer, as per NSDL RPU. 

(e ) Employer is advised to quote Total Taxable Income (Column 346) in Annexure II 
without rounding-ofT and TOS should be deducted and reported accordingly i. e. without 
rounding-off ofTDS also.

4.6.2. If an assessee is employed by more than one employer during the year, each of the 
employers shall issue Part A of the certificate in Form No. 16 pertaining to the period for 
which such assessee was employed with each of the employers and Part B may be issued by 
each of the employers or the last employer at the option of the assessee. 

4.6.3. Authentication by Digi1al Signatyres: 

(i) Where a certificate is to be furnished in Form No. 16, the deductor may, at his 
option, use digital signatures to authenticate such certificates. 
(ii) In case of certificates issued under clause (i), the deductor shall ensure that 

a) the conditions prescribed in para 4.6.1 above are complied with; 
b) once the certificate is digitally signed, the contents of the certificates are 
not amenable to change; and 
c) the certificates have a control number and a log of such certificates is 
maintained by the deductor. 

.:. The digital signature is being used to authenticate most of the e-transactions on the 
internet as transmission of information using digital signature is failsafe. It saves 
time specially in organisations having large number of employees where issuance of 
certificate of deduction of tax with manual signature is time consuming (Circular no 
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2 of2007 dated 21.05.2007) 

4.6.4. FllrnjsbioK of particulars pertaipi"&: to perQuisites. etc. (Section 192(2Cl; 

4.6.4.1 As pef section 192(2C). the responsibility of providing correct and complete 
particulars of perquisites Of profits in lieu of salary given to an employee is placed on the 
person responsible for paying such income i.e., the person responsible for deducting tax at 
source. The form and manner of such particulars are prescribed in Rule 26A, Form 12BA 
(Annexure 11) and Fonn 16 of the Rules. Information relating to the nature and value of 
perquisites is to be provided by the employer in Form I2BA in case salary paid or payable is 
above Rs.l,50,OOO/-. In other cases, the infonnation would have to be provided by the 
employer in Form 16 itself. 

4.642 An employer, who has paid the tax on perquisites on behalf of the employee as per 
the provisions discussed in para 3.2 of this circular, shall furnish to the employee 
concerned, a certificate to the effect that tax has been paid to the Central Government and 
sped fy the amount so paid, the rate at which tax has been paid and certain other particulars 
in the amended Form 16. 

4.643 The obligation cast on the employer under Section 192(2C) for furnishing a 
statement showing the value of perquisites provided to the employee is a crucial 
responsibility of the employer, which is expected to be di scharged in accordance with law 
and rules of valuation framed there under. Any false infonnation, fabricated documentation 
or suppression of requi site infonnation will entail consequences thereof provided under the 
law. The certificates in Forms 16 and Form 12BA specified above, shall be fumished to the 
employee by 15th June of the financial year immediately following the fmancial year in 
which the income was paid and taxes deducted. Through the Taxation and Other Laws 
(Relaxation of Certain Provisions) Act, 2020 ( No.38 of 2020), the due date for furnishing 
Form 16 for F.Y. 2019-20 to the employee bas been extended up to 15.08.2020.lf he 
fails to issue these certificates to the person concerned, as required by section 192(2C), he 
will be liable to pay,by way of penalty, under section 272A(2)(i), a sum which shall be 
Rs. I 001- for every day during which the failure continues. 

As per Section 139C of the Act, the Assessing Officer can require the taxpayer to produce 
Form 12BA along with Form 16, as issued by the employer. 

4.6.5 DUQs empowered to obtaip evidepce of proof or particulars of the prescribed 
claim ljDcludin~ claim for set-off of loss) uuder the sectjoo 192(20); 

DDOs have been authorized U/S 192 to allow certain deductions, exemptions or allowances 
or set-off of certain loss as per the provisions of the Act for the purpose of estimating the 
income of the assessee or computing the amount of tax deductible under the said section. 
The evidence Iproof /particulars for some of the deductionslexemptionslallowanceslset-off 
of loss claimed by the employee such as rent receipt for claiming deduction in HRA, 
evidence of interest payments for claiming loss from self-occupied house property, etc. is 
not available to the DOO. To bring certainty and unifonnity in this matter, section 192(2D) 
provides that person responsible for paying (DDOs) shall obtain from the assessee evidence 
or proof or particular of claims such as House rent Allowance (where aggregate annual rent 
exceeds one lakh rupees); Leave Travel Concession or Assistance; Deduction of interest 
under the head --Income from house property. and deduction under Chapter VI-A as per the 
prescribed form 12BB laid down by Rule 26C of the Rules. Form 12BB is enclosed as 
Annexure lIa. 
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4.7 Mandatorv Quoting of PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may he and TAN: 

4.71 Section 203A of the Act makes it obligatory for all persons responsible for deducting 
tax at source to obtain and quote the Tax deduction and collection Account No (TAN) in the 
challans, IDS-certificates, statements and other documents. Detailed instructions in this 
regard are available in this Department's Circular No.497 [F.No.27S /1181 87-IT(B) dated 
01.10. 1987]. If a person rails to comply with the provisions of section 203A, he will be 
liable to pay, by way of penalty, under section 272BB, a sum of ten thousand rupees. 
Similarly, as per Section 139A(SB), it is obligatory for persons deducting tax at source to 
quote PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may be, of the persons from whose income tax 
has been deducted in the statement furnished ufs I 92(2C), certificates furnished ufs 203 and 
all statements prepared and delivered as per the provisions of section 200(3) of the Act. 

4.72 All tax deductors are required to file the TDS statements in Form No.24Q (for tax 
deducted [Tom salaries). As the requirement of filing TDS certificates alongwith the return 
of income has been done away with, the lack of PAN or or Aadhaar number as the case may 
be,of deductees is creating di.fficulties in giving credit for the tax deducted. Tax deductors 
are, therefore, advised to procure and quote correct PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may 
be, details of all deductees in the TDS statements for salaries in Form 24Q. Taxpayers are 
also liable to furnish their correct PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may be,to thei r 
deductors. Non-furnishing of PAN or or Aadhaar number as the case may be,by the deductee 
(employee) to the deductor (employer) will result in deduction of TDS at higher rates uls 
206AA of the Act mentioned in para 4.8 below. 

4.8 Compulsocv Requirement to (unrish PAN or A adlta"r by emoloree lSection 206AAlj 

481 Section 206AA in the Act makes furnishing of PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may 
be,by the employee compulsory in case of receipt of any sum or income or amount, on which 
tax is deductible. Ifemployee (deductee) fails to furnish his/her PAN or Aadhaar number as 
the case may be,to the deductor , the deductor has been made responsible to make TDS at 
higher of the following rates: 

i) at the rate specified in the relevant provision of this Act; or 
it) at the rate or rates in force; or 

iit) at the rate of twenty per cent. 

The deductor has to determine the tax amount in all the three conditions and apply the higher 
rate of TDS. However, where the income of the employee computed for TDS uls 192 is 
below taxable limit, no tax will be deducted. But where the income of the employee 
computed for TDS uls 192 is above taxable limit, the deductor will calculate the average rate 
of income- tax based on rates in force as provided in sec 192. If the tax so calculated is 
below 20%, deduction of tax will be made at the rate of 20% and in case the average rate 
exceeds 20%, tax is to be deducted at the average rate. Health and Education cess @ 4% is 
not to be deducted, in case the tax is deducted at 20% uls 206AA of the Act. 

4.9 Statement ofdeductjop of tal under section 2000) (Quarterly Statement orIDS]; 

<t9J The person deducting the tax (employer in case of salary income), is required to fi le 
duly verified Quarterly Statements of TDS in Form 24Q for the periods [details in Table 
below] of each financial year, to the TIN Facilitation Centres authorized by DGIT 
(System's) which is currently managed by MIs National Securities Depository Ltd (NSDL) 
or at www.incometaxindiaefiling.gov.in after registering as Deductor. Particulars of e-TDS 
Intermediary at any of the TIN Facilitation Centres are available at 
http://www.incometaxindia.gov.inand http://tin-nsd1.com portals. The requiremellt offiling 
all annual retllm of TDS has beell done away with w.e.f. 1.4.2006. The quarterly statement 
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for the last quarter filed in Fonn 24Q (as amended by Notification No. S.O.704(E) dated 
12.5.2006) shall be treated as the annual return of TDS. Due dates of filing this statemenl 
quartervvise is as in the Table below:

Through Taxation and Other Lan's (Relaxation and Amendment of Certain Provisions) Act, 
2020 (No. 38 of 2020), the due date for furnishing Quarterly Statement in form 24Q, for the 
fourth Quarter of F.Y. 2019-20 i.c. Quarter ending 3J5t March, 2020, has been extended up to 
3pt July, 2020 in case of all deductors. Further, the due date for furnishing such Quarterly 
Statement for first two Quarters ofF.Y. 2020-2] has been extended up to 3P' March, 2021. 

492 The statements referred above may be furnished in paper form or electronically 
under digital signature or along with verification of the statement in Form 27 A of verified 
tluough an electronic process in accordance with the procedures, formats and standards 
specified by the Director General ofIncome-tax (Systems). The procedure for furnishing the 
e-TDSfTCS statement is detailed at Annexure VI. 

493 AU Returns in Form 24Q are required to be furnished in electronically except in case 
where the number of deductee records is less than 20 and deduclOr is not an office of 
Government, or a company or a person who is required to get hi s accounts audited under 
section 44AB of the Act. [Rule 31 A(3)]. 

49A Fee for default in furoisbine statements (Section 234Elj 

Ifa person fails to deliver or caused to be delivered a statement within the time prescribed in 
section 200(3) in respect of tax deducted at source [on or after 1.07.2012] he shall be liable 
to pay, bv way of fee a sum of Rs. 200 for every day during which the failure continues. 
However, the amount of such fee shall not exceed the amount of tax which was deductible at 
source. This fee is mandatory in nature and to be paid before furnishing of such statement. 

49.5 Rectification of mistake in filine IDS Statement: 

A DDO can also file a correction statement for recti fication of any mistake or to add, delete 
or update the information furnished in the statement delivered earlier. 

4.9.6 Penalty for failure in furnishing statcments or furnishing incorrect information 
(section 271 Wi 

If a person fails to deliver or caused to be delivered a statement within the time prescribed in 
section 200(3) or furnishes an incorrect statement, in respect of tax deducted at source [on or 
after 1.07.2012], he shall be liable to pay, by way of penal ty a sum which shall not be less 
than Rs. 10,0001- but which may extend to Rs 1,00,0001-. However, the penalty shall not be 
levied if the person proves that after paying TDS with the fee and interest, if any, to the 
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credit of Central Government, he had del ivered such statement before the expiry of one year 
from the time prescribed for delivering the statement. 

49.7 At the time of preparing statements of tax deducted, the deductor is requi red to: 

(i) mandatory quote his tax deduction and collection account number (TAN) in 
the statement; 

(ii) mandatory quote his permanent accowlt number (PAN) or Aadhaar number 
as the case may be, in the statement except in the case where the deductor is 
an office of lhe Govenunent( including State Government). In case of 
Government deductors -P ANN 0 T R E Q D W to be quoted in the e-TDS statement; 

(iii) mandatory quote of pennanent account number PAN or or Aadhaar number 
as the case may be, of all deductees; 

(iv) furnish particulars of the tax paid to the Centml Government including book 
identi fication number or challan identification number, as the case may be. 

(v) furnish particular of amounts paid or credited on which tax was not deducted 
in view of the issue of certificate of no deduction of tax u/s 197 by the 
assessing officer of the payee. 

4.10 IDS on Income from Pension! 

In the case of pensioners who receive their pension (not being family pension paid to a 
spouse) from a nationalized bank, the instructions contained in this circular shall apply in 
the same manner as they apply to sa lary-income. The deductions from the amount of pension 
under section 80C on account of contribution to Life Insurance, Provident Fund, NSC etc., if 
the pensioner furnishes the relevant detail s to the banks, may be allowed. Necessary 
instructions in this regard were issued by the Rescnre Bank of India to the State Bank 
of India and other nationalized Banks vide RBl's Pension Circular(Central Series) 
No.7/C.D.R.l1992 (Ref. CO: DGBA: GA (NBS) No.60/GA.64 (llCVL)-/92) dated the 
27th April 1992, and, these instructions should be followed by all thc branches of the 
Banks, which have been entrusted with the task of payment of pensions. Further all 
branches of the banks are bound U/S 203 to issue certificate of tax deducted in Fonn 16 to the 
pensioners as aboli shed vide CSDT circular no. 761 dated 13.01.98. 

4.11. Matters pertaiQin~ to the TDS made in case of Non-Resident; 

4.11.1 Where Non-Residents are deputed to work in India and taxes are borne by the 
employer, if any refund becomes due to the employee after he has already left Ind ia and has 
no bank account in India by the time the assessment orders are passed, the refund can be 
issued to the employer as the tax has been borne by it [Circular No. 707 dated 
11.07.19951· 

4.11.2 In respect of non-residents, the salary paid for services rendered in India shall be 
regarded as income earned in India. It has been specifically provided in the explanation to 
section 9(1 )(ii) of the Act that any salary payable fo r rest period or leave period which is 
both preceded or succeeded by service in India and forms part of the service contract of 
employment will al so be regarded as income earned in India. 

~ COMPUTATION OF INCOME UNDER THE HEAD "SALARIES" 

5.1 INCOME CHARGEABLE UNDER THE HEAD "SALARIES": 
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(I) The following income shall be chargeable to income-tax under the head "Salaries" : 

(a) any salary due from an employer or a former employer to an assessee in the 
previous year, whether paid or not; 

(b) any salary paid or allowed to him in the previous year by or on behalf of an 
employer or a fonner employer though nor due or before it became due to him. 

(c) any arrears of salary paid or a llowed to him in the previous year by or on behalf 
of an employer or a fanner employer, if not charged to income-tax for any earlier 
prevIous year. 

(2) For the removal of doubts, it is clarified that where any salary paid in advance is 
included in the total income of any person for any previous year it shall not be included 
again in the total income of the person when the salary becomes due. 

Any salary, bonus, commission or remuneration, by whatever name called, due to, or 
received by, a partner ofa firm from the finn shall not be regarded as "Salary". 

5.2 DEFiNITION Of "SALARY". "PEROUISITE" AND "PROFIT iN LIE!! OF 
SALARY" (SECTION 17); 

5.2.1 "Salary" includes:-

I. wages, fees, commissions, perquisites, profi ts in lieu of, or, in addition to salary, 
advance of salary, annuity or pension, grarui ry, payments in respect of encashment of 
leave etc. 

ll. the portion of the annual accretion to the balance at the credit of the employee 
participating in a recognized provident fund as consists of {Rule 6 of Part A of the 
Fourth Schedule of the Act}: 

a) contributions made by the employer to the account of the employee in a 
recognized provident fund in excess of 12% of the salary of the employee, 
and 

b) interest credited on the balance to the credit of the employee in so far as it 
is allov,"ed at a rate exceeding such rate as may be fixed by Central 
Government by notification in the Official Gazette. 

Ill. the contribution made by the Central Government or any other employer to the 
account of the employee under the New Pension Scheme as notified vide Notification 
F.N. 51712003- ECB&PR dated 22.12.2003 (enclosed as Annexure VII) referred to in 
section 80CCD (para 5.5.3 of thi s Circular). 

It may be noted that, since salary includes pension, tax at source would have to be 
deducted from pension also, unless otherwise so required. However, no tax is required to be 
deducted from the commuted portion of pension to the extent exempt under section 10 
( lOA). 

Family Pension is chargeable to tax under head "Income from other sources" and not 
under the head "Salaries". Therefore, provisions of section 192 of the Act are not 
applicable. Hence, DOOs are not requi red to deduct TDS on family pension paid to person. 

5.2.2 Perquisite includes: 

1. The value of rent-free accommodation provided to the employee by his employer; 
II . The value of any concession in the matter of rent in respect of any accommodation 

provided to the employee by his employer; 
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III. The value of any benefit or amenity granted or provided free of cost or at 
concessional rate in any of the following cases: 

i) By a company to an employee who is a director of such company; 
ii) By a company to an employee who has a substantial interest in the 
company; 
iii) By an employer (including a company) to an employee, who is not 

covered by (i) or (ii) above and whose income under the head 
"Salaries" (whether due from or paid or allowed by one or more 
employers), exclusive of the value of all benefits and amenities not 
provided by way of monetary payment, exceeds Rs.50,OOO/-. 

[What constitutes concession in the matter of rent have been prescribed in Explanations I to 
4 below section 17(2)(ii) of the Act] 

IV. Any sum paid by the employer in respect of any obligation which would otherwise 
have been payable by the assessee. 

V. Any sum payable by the employer, whether directly or through a fund , other than a 
recognized provident fund or an approved superannuation fund or other specified 
funds U/S 17, to effect an assurance on the life of an assessee or to effect a contract 
for an annuity. 

VI. The value of any specified security or sweat equity sbares allotted or transferred, 
directly or indirectly, by tbe employer, or former employer, free of cost or at 
concessional rate to the employee and for this purpose, 

(a) "specified security~~ means the securities as defined in section 2(h) of the 
Securities Contracts (Regulation) Act, 1956 and, where employees' stock 
option has been granted under any plan or scheme therefore, includes the 
securities offered under such plan or scheme; 
(b) "sweat equity shares" means equity shares issued by a company to its 

employees or directors at a discount or for consideration other than cash for 

providing know-how or making avrulable rights in the nature of intellectual 
property rights or value additions, by whatever name called; 

(c) the value of any specified security or sweat equity shares shall be the fair 
market value of the specified security or sweat equity shares, as the case may 
be, on the date on which the option is exercised by the assessee as reduced by 
the amount actually paid by, or recovered from the assessee in respect of such 
security or shares; 

(d) "fair market value" means the value determined in accordance with the 
method as may be prescribed (refer Rule 3(9) of the IT Rules); 

(e) "option" means a right but not an obligation granted to an employee to 
apply for the specified security or sweat equity shares at a predetermined 
pnce; 

(VIl). the amount or the aggregate of amounts of any contribution made to the account of the 
assessee by the employer-

(a) in a recognised provident fund; 

(b) in the scheme referred to in sub-section (1) of section 80CCD; and 

(c) in an approved superannuation fund, 

to the extent it exceeds seven lakh and fifty thousand rupees in a previous year; 

(VIlA). the annual accretion by way of interest, dividend or any other amount of similar nature 
during the previous year to the balance at the credit of the fund or scheme referred to in 
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sub-clause (v ii) of clause(2) of section 17 to the extent it relates to the contribution 
referred to in the said sub-clause which is included in total income under the said sub­
clause in any previous year computed in such manner as may be prescribed; and 

VIlL The value of any other fringe benefit or amenity as prescribed in Rule 3. 

5.2.2 A Rules/or valuation of such benefit or amenity as given in Rule 3 are as under: 

r. Residential AccommodatioD provided by the employer I Rule 3£])1:-

"Accommodation" includes a house, flat, fann house or part thereof, hotel accommodation, 
mote!, service apartment, guest house, a caravan, mobile home, ship or other floating 
structure. 

A. For valuation of the perquisite of rent-free unfurnished accommodation, aH employees 
are divided into two categories: 

(i) For employees of the Central and State governments the value of perquisite shall be 
equal to the licence fee charged for such accommodation as reduced by the rent 
actually paid by the employee. Employees of autonomous, semi-autonomous 
institutions, PSVs/PSEs & subsidiaries, Universities, etc. are not conred under this 
method of valuation. 

(ii) For all others, i.e. , those salaried taxpayers not in employment of the Central 
government and the State government, the valuation of perquisite in respect of 
accommodation would be at prescribed rates, as discussed below: 

a) Where the accommodation provided to the employee is owned by the employer: 

SI No Cities having population as per the 200] census Perquisite 
I Exceeds 25 lakh 15% of salary 
2 Exceeds 10 lakhs but does not exceed 25 lakhs 10% of salary , 

For other ~laces 7.5 % of salary , 

b) Where the accommodation so provided is taken on leasel rent by the employer: 

The prescribed rate is 15% of the salary or the actual amount of lease rental payable by the 
employer, whichever is lower, as reduced by any amount of rent paid by the employee. 

Meaning of ' Salary ' for the purpose of calculation of perquisite in respect of Residential 
Accommodation: 

a. Basic Salary; 
h. Dearness Allowance, or Dearness Pay if it enters into the computation of 
superannuation or retirement benefit of the employees; 
c. Bonus; 
d. Commission; 
e. All other taxable allowances (excluding the portion not taxable); and 
f. Any monetary payment which is chargeable to tax (by whatever name called). 

Salary from all employers shall be taken into consideration in respect of the period during 
which an accommodation is provided. Where on account of the transfer of an employee from 
one place to another, he is provided with accommodation at the new place of posting while 
retaining the accommodation at the other place, the value of perquisite shall be determined 
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with reference to only one such accommodation which has the lower value for a period not 
,-....... exceeding 90 days and thereafter the value of perquisite shall be charged for both such 

accommodation. 

B Valuation of the perquisite of furnished accommodation~ the value of perquisite as 
determined by the above method (in A) shall be increased by-

i) 10% of the cost offumiture, appliances and equipments, or 
ii) where the furniture, appliances and equipments have been taken on hire, by the 

amount of actual hire charges payable 

and the value so arri ved at shall be reduced by any charges paid by the employee 
himself. 

It is added that where the accommodation is provided by the Central Government or any 
State Government to an employee who is serving on deputation with any body or 
undertaking under the control of such Government, -

(i). the employer of such an employee shall be deemed to be that body or 
undertaking where the employee is serving on deputation; and 

(ti). the value of perquisite of such an accommodation shall be the amount 
calculated in accordance with Table in A(ii)(a) above, as if the 
accommodation is owned by the employer. 

C. Furnished AccommodatioQ ig a Hotel; The value of perquisite shall be detennined 
on the basis of lower of the fo llowing two: 

I. 24% of salary paid or payable in respect of period during which the 
accommodation is provided; or 
2 Actual charges paid or payable by the employer to such hotel , 

for the period during which such accommodation is provided as reduced by any rent actually 
paid or payable by the employee. 

However, nothing in (C) shall be taxable if following two conditions are sati sfied: 
I . The hotel accommodation is provided for a total period not exceeding in 

aggregate 15 days in a previous year, and 
2. Such accommodation is provided on an employee's transfer from one 
place to another place. 

It may be clarified that while services provided as an integral part of the accommodation, 
need not be valued separately as perquisite, any other services over and above that for which 
the employer makes payment or reimburses the employee shall be valued as a perquisite as 
per the residual clause. In other words, composite tariff for accommodation will be valued as 
per the Rules and any other charges for other facilities provided by the hotel will be 
separately valued under the residual clause. 

D. However, the val ue of any accommodation provided to an employee working at a 
mining site or an on-shore oil exploration site or a project execution site or a dam site or a 
power generation site or an off-shore site will not be treated as a perquisite if: 

(i) such accommodation is located in a "remote area" or 
(ii) where it is not located in a "remote area", the accommodation is of a 
temporary nature having plinth area of not more than 800 square feet and should not 
be located within 8 kilometers of the local limits of any municipality or cantonment 
board. 
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~ A project execution site here means a site of project up to the stage of its commissioning. A 
"remote area" means an area located at least 40 kilometers away from a town having a 
population not exceeding 20,000 as per the latest published all·lndia census. 

II. Perquisite op Motor car provided by the Employer 1 Rule 3(2)1; 

(I) If an employer provides motor car facility to his employee, the value of such perquisite 
shall be : 

a) Nil, if the motor car is used by the employee wholly and exclusively in the perfonnance 
of his offi cial duties. However following compliances are necessary: 

> The employer has maintained complete details of the journey undertaken for 
official purposes; 

>- The employer gives a certificate that the expenditure was incurred wholly for 
official duties. 

b) Actual expenditure incurred by the employer on the running and maintenance of motor 
car including remuneration to chauffeur as increased by the amount representing normal 
wear and tear of the motor car and as reduced by any amount charged from the employee 
for such use (in case the motor car is exclusively for private or personal purposes of the 
employee or any member of his household). 

c) Rs. 1800/· (plus Rs. 9001· , if chauffeur is also provided) per month (in case the motor car 
is used partly in performance of duties and partly for private or personal purposes of the 
employee or any member of his household if the expenses on maintenance and running of 
motor car are met or reimbursed by the employer). However, the value of perquisite will 
be Rs. 2400/-(plus Rs. 9001-, if chauffeur is also provided) per month if the cubic capacity 
of engine of the motor car exceeds 1.6 litres. 

(D}Rs. 600/- (plus Rs. 900/-, if chauffeur is also provided) per month (Tn case the motor car is 
used partly in perfonnance of duties and partly for private or personal purposes of the 
employee or any member of his household if the expenses on maintenance and running of 
motor car for such private or personal use are fully met by the employee). However, the 
value of perquisite will be Rs. 9001- (plus Rs. 900/· , if chauffeur is also provided) per 
month if the cubic capacity of engine of the motor car exceeds 1.6 litres. If the motor car 
or any other automotive conveyance is owned by the employee but the actual running and 
maintenance charges are met or reimbursed by the employer, the method of valuation of 
perquisite value is different and as below: 

a) where the motor car or any other automotive conveyance is owned by the employee but 
actual maintenance & running expenses (including chauffeur salary, if any) are met or 
reimbursed by the employer, no perquisite shall be chargeable to tax if the car is used 
wholly and exclusively for official purposes. However followi ng compliances are 
necessary: 

>- The employer has maintained complete details of the journey undertaken for 
official purposes; 

> The employer gives a certificate that the expenditure was incurred wholly for 
official duties. 

However, if the motor car is used partly for official or partly fo r private purposes then the 
amount of perquisite shall be the actual expenditure incurred by the employer as reduced by 
the amounts in c) referred to in ( I) above. 
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Normal wear and tear of the motor shall be taken at 10 % per annum of the actual cost of the 
........... motor car. 

III Personal attendants etc. (Rule 3(3)1; The value of free service of all personal 
attendants including a sweeper, gardener and a watchman is to be taken at actual cost to 
the employer. Where the attendant is provided at the residence ofLhe employee, full cost will 
be taxed as perquisite in the hands of the employee irrespective of the degree of personal 
service rendered to him. Any amount paid by the employee for such facilities or services 
shall be reduced from the above amount. 

IY Gas. electricity & water for household consumption IRuie 3(4)J; The value of 
perquisite in the nature of gas, electricity and water shall be the amount paid by the 
employer. Where the supply is made from the employer's own resources, the manufacturing 
cost per unit incurred by the employer would be taken for the valuation of perquisite. Any 
amount paid by the employee for such facilities or services shall be reduced from the 
perquisite value. 

V Free or copcessiopal educatiop IRuie 3(5)); Perquisite on account of free or 
concessional education for any member of the employee's household shall be determined as 
the sum equal to the amount of expenditure incurred by the employer in that behalf. 
However, where such educational institution itself is maintained and owned by the 
employer or where such free educational facilities are provided in any institution by reason 
of his being in employment of that employer, the value of the perquisite to the employee 
shall be detennined with reference to the cost of such education in a similar institution in or 
near the locality if the cost of such education or such benefit per child exceeds Rs.IOOO/­
p.m. The value of perquisite shall be reduced by the amount, if any, paid or recovered from 
the employee. 

Yl Carriage of Passeneer Goods [Rule 3(6)1; The value of any benefit or amenity 
resulting from the provision by an employer, who is engaged in the carriage of passengers or 
goods, to any employee or to any member of his household for personal or private journey 
free of cost or at concessional fare, in any conveyance owned, leased or made available by 
any other arrangement by such employer for the purpose of transport of passengers or goods 
shall be taken to be the value at which such benefit or amenity is offered by such employer 
to the public as reduced by the amount, if any, paid by or recovered from the employee for 
such benefit or amenity. This will not apply to the employees of any airline Of the railways. 

Yll Interest free or conccssjonalloaps IRuie 3(7)UlJ: It is common practice, particularly 
in financial institutions, to provide interest free or concessional loans to employees or any 
member of his household. The value of perquisite arising from such loans would be the 
excess of interest payable at prescribed interest rate over interest, if any, actually paid by 
the employee or any member of his household. The prescribed interest rate would now be 
the rate charged per annum by the State Bank of India as on the JSI day of the relevant 
financial year in respect of loans of same type and for the same purpose advanced by it 
to the general public. Perquisite value would be calculated on the bas is of the maximum 
outstanding monthly balance method. For valuing perquisites under this rule, any other 
method of calculation and adjustment otherwise adopted by the employer shall not be 
relevant. However, small loans up to Rs. 20,000/- in the aggregate are exempt. 

Loans for medical treatment of diseases specified in Rule 3A are also exempt, provided 
the amount of loan for medical reimbursement is not reimbursed wlder any medical 
insurance scheme. Where any medical insurance reimbursement is received, the perquisite 
value at the prescribed rate shall be charged from the date of reimbursement on the amount 
reimbursed, but not repaid against the outstanding loan taken specifically for this purpose. 
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.--.. YIll Perquisite on account of trayellipe. tourine. accommodatiog and apy other 
expenses paid for or reimbursed by the employer for any holiday availed [Ryle 
3IDCiil); 

The value of perquisite on account of travelling, touring, accommodation and any other 
expenses paid for or reimbursed by the employer for any holiday availed of by the employee 
or any member of his household, other than leave travel concession (as per section 10(5) ), 
shall be the amount of the expenditure incurred by the employer in that behalf. However, 
any amount recovered from or paid by the employee shall be reduced from the perquisite 
value so detemlined. 

Where such facility is maintained by the employer, and is not available uniformly to all 
employees, the value of benefit shall be taken 10 be the value al which such facilities are 
offered by other agencies to the public. If a holiday facility is maintained by the employer 
and is available unifonnly to all employees, the value of such benefit would be exempt. 

Where the employee is on official tour and the expenses are incurred in respect of any 
member of his household accompanying him, the amount of expenditure with respect to the 
member of the household shall be a perquisite. 

IX value of Subsidized 1 Free food 1 pon-alcoboljc beveraees provided by employer to 
an employee!Rule 3(7)(jij)1; 

Value of taxable perquisite is calculated as under:

Vide Notification no. G.S.R. 41S(E) dated 26.06.2020, the said rule has been amended 
so as to provide that in case of an assessee opting for conccssional taxation regime 
under section 115BAC of the Act, the exemption provided in respect of free food and 
non-alcoholic beverages provided by emplo)'cr through paid voucher shall not be 
available.

The value of any gift or vouchers or token in lieu of which such gift may be received, given 
by the employer to the employee or member of his household, is taxable as perquisite. 
However gift, etc less than Rs. 5,000 in aggregate per annum would be exempt. 

Xl Membership fees and Annual Fees mule 3(7)(y)): Any membership fees and annual 
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fees incurred by the employee (or any member of his household), which is charged to a 
r-.. credit card (including any add-on card) provided by the employer, or otherwise, paid for or 

reimbursed by the employer is taxable on the following basis:

Less: Expenditure on use for official purposes 
Less: Amount, if any, recovered from the employee

2) The initial one-time deposits or fees for corporate or institutional membership, where 
benefit does not remain with a particular employee after cessation of employment are 
exempt. Initial fees / deposits, in such case, is not included. 

Xlll lIse of assets I Rule 3(7)(yiDlj It is common practice for a movable asset other than 
those referred in other sub rules of rule 3 owned by the employer to be used by the employee 
or any member of his household. This perquisite is to be charged at the rate of 10% of the 
original cost of the asset as reduced by any charges recovered from the employee for such 
use. However, the use of Computers and Laptops would not give rise to any perquisite. 

XIY Transfer of assets [Rule 3(7)(yjiOl j Often an employee or member of his household 
benefits from the transfer of movable asset (not being shares or securities) at no cost or at a 
cost less than its market value from the employer. The difference between the original cost 
of the movable asset (not being shares or securities) and the sum, if any, paid by the 
employee, shall be taken as the value of perquisite . In case of a movable asset, which has 
already been put to use, the original cost shall be reduced by a sum of 10% of such original 
cost for eve!), completed year of use of the asset. Owing to a higher degree of obsolescence, 
in case of computers and electronic gadgets, however, the value of perquisite shall be 
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worked out by reducing 50% of the actual cost by the reducing balance method for each 
completed year of use. Electronic gadgets in this case means data storage and handling 
devices like computer, digital diaries and printers . They do not include household appliance 
(i.e. white goods) like washing machines, microwave ovens, mixers, hot plates, ovens etc . 
Similarly, in case of cars, the value of perquisite shall be worked out by reducing 20% of its 
actual cost by the reducing balance method for each completed year of use. 

XY Medical Reimbursemept by the employer As per the amendment vide Finance Act, 
2018, the total amount of medical re-imbursement-is to be taken as perquisite under section 
17(2). 

11 is further clarified that the method regarding valuation of perquisites are given in section 
17(2) of the Act and in rule 3 of the Rules. The deductors may look into the above 
provisions carefully before they detennine the perquisite value for deduction purposes. 

5.2.3 'Profits in )jeu of salaO" shall include 

1. the amount of any compensation due to or received by an assessee from his 
employer or former employer at or in connection with the tennination of hi s 
employment or the modification of the terms and conditions relating thereto;

"Keyman insurance policy" shall have the same meaning as assigned to it in section 
IO(JOD); 

III. any amount due to or received, whether in lump sum or otherwise, by any assessee 
from any person-

(A) before his joining any employment with that person; or 
(8) after cessation of his employment with that person. 

5.3 INCOMES NOT INCLUDED UNPER THE HEAP "SALARIES" 
(EXEMPTIONS) 

Any income falling within any of the following clauses shall not be incl uded in computing 
the income from salaries for the purpose of section 192 of the Act :-

5.11 The value of any travel concession or assistance received by or due to an 
employee from his employer or former employer for himself and his family, in connection 
with his proceeding (a) on leave to any place in India or (b) after retirement from service, 
or, after termination of service to any place in India is exempt under Section 10(5) subject, 
however, to the conditions prescribed in Rule 2B of the Rules. 

For the purpose of thi s clause, "family" in relation to an individual means: 

(i) the spouse and children of the individual ; and 
(ii) the parents, brothers and sisters of the individual or any of them, wholly 
or mainly dependent on the individual.

It may also be noted that the amount exempt under this clause shall in no case exceed the 
,-., amount of expenses actually incurred for the purpose of such travel. 

As discussed in para 4.6.5 section 192 (2D) read with the rule 26C makes it mandatory for 
the DDO to obtain details/evidence in respect of claim of exemption for leave travel 
concession or assistance before allowing the said exemption the relevant fonn for furnishing 
details by employee is Fonn 12BB. 

Government of India allowed payment of cash allowance equivalent to LTC fare to 
central Government employees subject to fulfillment of certain conditions vide OM No. 
F.No. 12(2)/2020·EII(A) dated 12'" October, 2020. It has been provided that since tbe 
cash allowance of LTC fare is in lieu of deemed actual tral'el, the same shall be eligible 
for Income- tax exemption on the lines of existing Income-tax exemption available for 
LTC fare. Further in order to provide similar Income-tax exemptions to the non­
Central Government employees, Government of India announced vide Press note dated 
29.10.2020 that the payment of cash allowance, subject to maximum of Rs. 36,000 per 
person as Deemed LTC fare per person (Round Trip) to non-Central Government 
employees, shall also be allowed Income-tax exemption subject to the conditions laid 
down in the said Press note. Further, as this exemption is in lieu of the exemption 
provided for LTC fare, in case of an employee who has exercised an option to pay 
Income-tax under concessional tax regime under section 11SBAC of the Income-tax 
Act shall not be entitled for this exemption. It bas also been mentioned that the onos 
shall allow Income-tax exemption subject to fulfillment of the specified conditions after 
obtaining copies of invoices of specified expenditure incurred during the specified 
period. 

5.32 Deatb-cum-retirement gratuity or any other gratuity is exempt to the extent 
specified from inclusion in computing the total income under Section 10(10). Any death­
cum-retirement gratuity received under the revised Pension Rules of the Central Government 
or, as the case may be, the Central Civil Services (pension) Rules, 1972, or under any 
similar scheme applicable to the members of the civil services of the Union or holders of 
posts connected with defence or of civil posts under the Union (such members or holders 
being persons not governed by the said Rules) or to the members of the all-lndia services or 
to the members of the civil services of a State or holders of civil posts under a State or to the 
employees of a local authority or any payment of retiring gratuity received under the 
Pension Code or Regulations applicable to the members of the defence service is exempt. 
Gratuity received in cases other than those mentioned above, on retirement, tetmmation etc 
is exempt up to the limit as prescribed by the Board. Presently the limit is Rs. 20 lakhs w.e.f. 
29.03.2018 [Notification No. 1 6/20 1 91F. No. 200/8/20 I 8·ITA·] dated 08.03.2019] 

5.33 Any payment in commutation of pension received under the Civi l Pensions 
(Commutation) Rules of the Central Government or under any similar scheme applicable to 
the members of the civil services of the Union or holders of posts connected with defence or 
of civil posts under the Union (such members or holders being persons not governed by the 
said Rules) or to the members of the a11- India services or to the members of the defence 
services or to the members of the civil services of a State or holders of civil posts under a 
State or to the employees of a local authority] or a corporation establ ished by a Central, State 
or Provincial Act, is exempt under Section1O(lOA)(i). As regards payments in commutation 
of pension received under any scheme of any other employer, exemption will be governed 
by the provisions of section 1O(10A)(ii). Also, any payment in commutation of pension from 
a fund referred to in Section 10(23AAB) is exempt under Section 10(1 OA) (iii) . 

.53.4 Any payment received by an employee of the Central Government or a State 
Government, as cash-equivalent of the leave salary in respect of the period of earned 
leave at his credit at the time of his retirement, whether on superannuation or otherwise, is

exempt under Section JO(lOAA)(i). In the case of other employees, thi s exemption will be 
~, determined with reference 10 the leave to their credit at the time of retirement on 

superannuation or otherwise, subject to a maximum of ten months' leave. This exemption 
will be further limited to the maximum amount specified by the Government of India 
Notification No.S.O.588(E) dated 31.05.2002 at Rs. 3,00,0001- in relation to such 
employees who retire, whether on superannuation or otherwise, after 1.4.1998. 

S35 Under Section 1O(10B), the retrenchment compensation received by a workman is 
exempt from income-tax subject to certain limits. The maximum amount of retrenchment 
compensation exempt is the sum calculated on the basis provided in section 25F(b) of the 
Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 or any amount not less than Rs.50,OOO/- as the Central 
Government may by notification specify in the Official Gazette, whichever is less. 
These limits shall not apply in the case where the compensation is paid under any scheme 
which is approved in this behalf by the Central Government, having regard to the need 
for extending special protection to the workmen in the undertaking to which the scheme 
applies and other relevant circumstances. The maximum limit of such payment is Rs. 
5,00,000/- where retrenchment is on or after 1.1.1997 as specified in Notification No. 10969 
dated 25-06-1999. 

5.3.6 Under Section to(10e), any payment received or receivable (even if received in 
installments) by an employee of the following bodies at the time of his voluntary 
retirement or termination of his service, in accordance with any scheme or schemes of 
VOluntary retirement or in the case of public sector company, a scheme of yoluntary 
separation, is exempt from income-tax to the extent that such amount does not exceed Rs. 
5,00,000/-: 

a) A public sector company; 
b) Any other company; 
c) An Authority established under a Central, State or Provincial Act ; 
d) A Local Authority; 
e) A Cooperative Society; 
f) A university established or incorporated or under a Central, State or 

Provincial Act, or, an Institution declared to be a University under section 3 
of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956; 

g) Any Indian Institute of Technology within the meaning of Section 3 (g) of 
the Institute ofTechnology Act, 1961; 

h) Such Institute of Management as the Central Government may by 
notifi cation in the Official Gazette, specify in thi s behalf. 

The exemption of amount received under VRS has been extended to employees of 
the Central Government and Stale Government and employees of notified institutions 
having importance throughout India or any State or States. It may also be noted that where 
this exemption has been allowed to any employee for any assessment year, it shall not be 
allowed to him for any other assessment year. Further, if relief has been allowed under 
section 89 for any assessment year in respect of amount received On voluntary retirement or 
superannuation, no exemption under section 10(1 OC) shall be available. 

53.7 Any sum received under a Life Insurance Policy [Sec lO(lOD)), including the sum 
allocated by way of bonus on such policy other than the following is exempt under section 
IO(lOD):

any sum received under an insurance policy issued on or after 1.4.2012 in 
respect of which the premium payable for any of the years during the term of 
the policy exceeds 10 percent of the actual capital sum assured; or 
any sum received under an insurance policy issued on or after 1.4.2013 in 
cases of persons with disability or person with severe disability as per Sec 80U 
or suffering from disease or ailment as specified in Sec 80DDB, in respect of 
which the premium payable for any of the years during the term of the policy 
exceeds 15 percent of the actual capital sum assured 

However, any sum received under such policy referred to in (iii), (iv) and (v) above, on the 
death of a person would be exempt. 

Under section 10 (l2A) of the Act, any payment from tbe National Pension System Trust 
to an assessee on closure of his account or on hi s opting out of the pension scheme referred 
to in section 80CCD to the extent it does not exceed sixty percent from fmancial year 2019-
20[ as amended by Finance (NO.2) Act, 2019] , of the total amount payable to him at the 
time such closure of his opting out of the scheme shall be exempt. 

Under section 10 (12B) of the Act, any payment from tbe National Pension System Trust 
to an employee under the pension scheme referred to in section 80CCD, on partial 
withdrawal made out of his account in accordance with the tenns and conditions, specified 
under the Pension Fund regulatory and Deve lopment Authority Act, 2013 and the regulation 
made thereunder, to the extent it does not exceed twenty-fi ve percent of the amount of 
contribution made by him shall be exempt. 

538 Any payment from a Provident Fuod to which the Provident funds Act, 1925, 
applies or from any other provident fund set up by the Central Government and notified by 
it in the Official Gazette is exempt under section 10(11). 

5J.9 Under section lO(13A) of the Act, any special allowance specifically granted to an 
assessee by his employer to meet expenditure incurred on payment of rent (by whatever 
name called) in respect of residential accommodation occupied by the assessee is 
exempt from Income-tax to the extent as may be prescribed, having regard to the area 
or place in which such accommodation is situated and other relevant considerations. 
According to Rule 2A of the Rules, the quantum of exemption allowable on account 
of grant of special allowance to meet expenditure on payment of rent shall be the least of 
the following: 

(a) the actual amount of such allowance received by the assessee in respect of the 
relevant period i. e. the period during which the accommodation was 
occupied by the assesse during the financial year; or 

(b) the actual expenditure incurred in payment of rent in excess of one-tenth of 
the salary due for the rel evant period; or 

(i) where such accommodation is situated in Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi or 
Madras, 50% of the salary due to the employee for the relevant period; 
or 

(ii) where such accommodation is situated in any other places, 40% of the 
salary due to the employee for the relevant period. 

For th is purpose, "Salary" includes dearness allowance, if the terms of employment so 
provide, but excludes all other allowances and perquisites. 
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It has to be noted that only the expenditure actually incurred on payment of rent in 
....-, respect of residential accommodation occupied by the assessee subject to the limits 

laid down in Rule 2A, qualifies for exemption from income-tax. Thus, house rent 
allowance granted to an employee who is residing in a houselflat owned by him is not 
exempt from income-tax. 

As discussed in para 4.6.5 section 192 (2D) read with rule 26C makes it obligatory for the 
DDO to obtain following details/evidences in respect of exemptions for house rent 
allowance. 
(i) Rend paid to the landlord 
(ii) Name of the landlord 
(iii) Address of the landlord 
(iv) PAN or Aadhaar number as the case may be, of the landlord 
Where the aggregate rent paid during the financial year exceeds one lakh Rs the employee is 
required to furnish these details in Form 12BB. 

53.10 Section 10(14) provides for exemption of the following allowances:-

(i) Any special allowance or benefit granted to an employee to meet the expeDses 
wholly, Decessarily and exclusively incurred in the performance of his duties as 
prescribed under Rule 2BB subject to the extent to which such expenses are actually 
incurred for that purpose. 

(ii) Any allowance granted to an employee either to meet his personal expenses at the 
place of his posting or at the place he ordinarily resides or to compensate him 
for the iDcreased cost of living, which may be prescribed and to the extent as 
may be prescribed. 

However, the allowance referred to in (ii) above should not be in the nature of a personal 
allowance granted to the assessee to remunerate or compensate him for performing duties 
of a special nature relating to his office or employment unless such allowance is related 
to hi s place of posting or residence. 

It is further clarified that any allowance granted to an employee which is not exempted under 
section lO(14) read with rule 2BB or the sum of allowance exceeding the amowlt prescribed 
under rule shall be chargeable to tax under the head income from salary. For example no 
exemption is provided in rule 2BB for the training allowance paid for the posting in any 
training institute hence whole of the training allowance shall be included in the salary. 

The CBDT has prescribed guidelines for the purpose of Section 10(14) (i) & 10 (14) (ii) 
vide notification No.SO 617(E) dated 7th July, 1995 (F.No.14219/95-TPL)which has been 
amended vide notification SO Noo403(E) dt 2404.2000 (F.No.142/34/99-TPL). RuJe 2BB 
has been amended and the exemption in respect of transport allowance for financial year 
2018-19 shall be available upto Rs. 3200 per month only to the person who is blind or 
orthopedically handicapped with disabili ties of lower extremities, to meet the his 
expenditure for the purpose of commuting between the place of the residence and the place 
of his duties. 

5.3.11 Under Section 10(15)(iv)(i) of the Act, interest payable by the Government on 
deposits made by an employee of the Central Government or a State Government or a 
public sector company out of his retirement benefits, in accordance with such scheme 
framed in thi s behalf by the Central Government and notified in the Official Gazette 
is exempt from income-tax. By notification No.F.2I14/89-NS-II dated 7.6.89, as amended 
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by notification No.F.2114189-NS-II dated 12.10.89, the Central Government has notified a 
scheme called Deposit Scheme for Retiring Government Employees, 1989 for the purpose 
of the said clause. 

53.12 Any scholarship granted to meet the cost of education is not to be included in total 
income as per provisions of section 1 D( 16) of the Act. 

5.3.13 Section 10(18) provides for exemption of any income by way of pension received by 
an individual who has been in the service of the Central Government or State Government 
and has been awarded "Param Vir Chakra" or "Maha Vir Chakra" or "Vir Chakra" or such 
other gallantry award as may be specifically notified by the Central Government. Family 
pension received by any member of the family of such individual is also exempt 
[Notifications No.S.O.1948(E) dated 24.11.2000 and 81 (E) dated 29.1.2001, which are 
enclosed as per Annexure VIII & IX]. -familyn for this purpose shall have the meaning 
assigned to it in Section 10(5) of the Act. 

DDO may not deduct any tax in the case of recipients of such awards after satisfying 
himself about tbe veracity of the claim. 

S3.l4 Under Section 17 of the Act, exemption from tax will also be available in respect 
of:-

(a) the value of any medical treatment provided to an employee or any member of hi s 
family. in any hospital maintained by the employer; 
(b) any sum paid by the employer in respect of any expenditure actually incurred by the 
employee on his medical treatment or of any member of hi s family: 

(i) in any hospital maintained by the Govenunent or any local authority or any other 
hospital approved by the Government for the purposes of medical treatment of its 
employees; 
ii) in respect of the prescribed diseases or ailments as provided in Rule 3A(2) of the 
Rules in any hospital approved by the Chief Commissioner having regard to the 
prescribed guidelines as provided in Rule 3(A)(1)ofthe Rules, 

(c) premium paid by the employer in respect of medical insurance taken for hi s 
employees (under any scheme approved by the Central Government or Insurance 
Regulatory and Development Authority) or reimbursement of insurance premium to the 
employees who take medical insurance for themselves or for their family members (under 
any scheme approved by the Central Government or Insurance Regulatory and Development 
Authority); 

(d) As regards medical treatment abroad, the actual expenditure on stay and treatment abroad 
of the employee or any member of his family, or, on stay abroad of one attendant who 
accompanies the patient, in connection with such treatment, will be excluded from 
perquisites to the extent permitted by the Reserve Bank of India. It may be noted that the 
expenditure incurred on travel abroad by the patient/attendant, shall be excluded from 
perquisites only if the employee's gross total income, as computed before including the said 
expenditure, does not exceed Rs.2 lakhs. 

For the purpose of availing exemption on expenditure incurred on medical 
treatment, "hospital" includes a dispensary or clinic or nursing home, and "family" in 
relation to an individual means the spouse and children of the individual. Family also 
includes parents, brothers and sisters of tlle individual if they are wholly or mainly 
dependent on the individual.

'"' It is pertinent to mention that benefits specifically exempt uls 10(I3A), 10(5), 10(14), 17 etc. 
of the Act would continue to be exempt. These include benefits like house rent allowance, 
leave travel concession, travel expense allowance on tour and transfer, daily allowance to 
meet tour expenses as prescribed, medical facilities subject to conditions. 

53J5 In this connection it is to be noted that as per sec. 10 (14) read with rule 2BB any 
allowance granted to meet the cost of travel on tOUT or on transfer includes any sum paid in 
connection wi th transfer, packing and transportation of personal effects on such transfer shall 
be exempt. Also any allowance, whether, granted for the period of journey in connection 
with transfer, to meet the ordinary daily charges incurred by an employee on account of 
absence from his normal place of duty shall be exempt.

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Constitution oflndia, leviable by or under any law, shall also be allowed as a deduction In 

.... '" computing the income under the head "Salaries". 

5.5 DEDUCTIONS UNDER CHAPTER VI-A OF THE ACT 

In computing the taxable income of the employee, the following deductions under Chapter 
VI-A of the Act are to be allowed from his gross total income: 

5.5.1 Deduction in respect or Liee insurance premia. deferred annuity. cootributions to 
provident fund. subscription to certain equity shares or debcntures. etc. (sectiog 80C) 

A. Section SOC, entitles an employee to deductions for the whole of amounts paid or

(2) Any payment made to effect or to keep in force a contract for a deferred aopuity, not 
being an annuity plan as is referred to in item (7) herein below on the life of the 
individual, the spouse or any child of the individual, provided that such contract does 
not contain a provision for the exercise by the insured of an option to receive a cash 
payment in lieu of the payment of the annuity; 

(3) Any srun deducted from the salary payable by. or, on behalf of the Government to any 
individual, being a sum deducted in accordance with the conditions of his service for 
the purpose of securing to him a deferred annuity or making provision for hi s spouse 
or children, in so far as the sum deducted does not exceed 115th of the salary; 

(4) Any contribution made: 

(a) by an individual to any Provident Fund to which the Provident Fund Act, 1925 
applies; 
(b) to any provident fund set up by the Central Government, and notified by it in 
this behalf in the Official Gazette, where such contribution is to an account standing 
in the name of an individual, or spouse or chjJdren;

(c) by an employee to a Recognized Provident Fund; 
(d) by an employee to an approved superannuation fund ;

(8) Any subscription made to any lUlits of any Mutual Fund, of section 10(23D), or from the 
Administrator or the specified company referred to in Unit Trust of India (Transfer of 
Undertaking & Repeal) Act, 2002 under any plan formulated in accordance with any scheme 
as the Central Government, may, by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this 
behalf; 

[The Central Government has since notified the Equity Linked Saving Scheme, 2005 
for this purpose vide Notification S.O. No. 1563(E) dated 3.11.2005] 

The investments made after 1.4.2006 in plans formulated in accordance with Equity Linked 
Saving Scheme, 1992 or Equity Linked Saving Scheme, 1998 shall also quali fy for 
deduction under section 80C. 
(9) Any contribution made by an individual to any pension fund set up by any Mutual 
Fund referred to in section 10(230), or, by the Administrator or the specified company 
defmed in Unit Trust of India (Transfer of Undertaking & Repeal) Act, 2002, as the Central 
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this behalf; 

[The Central Government has since notified the Equity Linked Saving Scheme, 2005 
for this purpose vide Notification S.O. No. I 563(E) dated 3.11.2005] 

(10) Any subscription made to any such deposit scheme of, or, any contribution made to 
any such pension fund set up by, the National Housing Bank, as the Central Government 
may, by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this behalf; 

(11 ) Any subscription made to any such deposit scheme, as the Central Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, specify for the purpose of being floated by (a) 
public sector companies engaged in providing long-term finance for construction or 
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purchase of houses in India for residential purposes, or, (b) any authority constituted in 
India by, or, under any Jaw, enacted either for the purpose of dealing with and satisfYing 
the need for housing accommodation or for the purpose of planning, development or 
improvement of cities, towns and villages, or for both. 

[The Central Government has since notified the Public Deposit Scheme of HUDCD 
vide Notification S.D. No.37(E), dated 11.01.2007, for the purposes of Section

The deduction will also be allowable in respect of re-payment of loans borrowed by an 
assessee from the Government, or any bank or Li fe Insurance Corporation, or National 
Housing Bank, or certain other categories of institutions engaged in the business of 
providing long term fInance for construction or purchase of houses in India. Any 
repayment of loan borrowed from the employer will also be covered, if the employer happens 
to be a public company, or a public sector company, or a university established by law, or a 
college affiliated to such university, or a local authority, or a cooperative society, or an 
authority, or a board, or a corporation, or any other body established under a Central or State 
Act. 

The stamp duty, registration fee and other expenses incurred for the purpose of transfer shall 
also be covered. Payment towards the cost of house property, however, will not 
include, admission fee or cost of share or initial deposit or the cost of any addition or 
alteration to, or, renovation or repair of the house property which is carried out after 
the issue of the completion certifIcate by competent authority, or after the occupation of 
the house by the assessee or after it has been let out. Payments towards any expenditure in 
respect of which the deduction is allowable under the provisions of section 24 of the Act 
will also not be included in payments towards the cost of purchase or construction of a house 
property. 

Where the house property in respect of which deduction has been allowed under these 
provisions is transferred by the tax-payer at any time before the expiry of five years from 
the end of the financial year in which possession of such property is obtained by him or 
he receives back, by way of refund or otherwise, any sum specified in sect ion 
80C(2)(xviii). no deduction under these provisions shall be allowed in respect of such sums 
paid in such previous year in which the transfer is made and the aggregate amount of 
deductions of income so allowed in the earlier years shall be added to the total income of the 
assessee of such previous year and shall be liable to tax accordingly. 

(13) Tuition fees, whether at the time of admission or thereafter, paid to any university, 
college, school or other educational institution situated in India, for the purpose of full -time 
education of aoy two children of the employee. 

Full-time education includes any educational course offered by any university, college, 
school or other educational institution to a student who is enrolled full -time for the said 
course.

actually assured which may be received under the policy by any 
person. 
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5.5.2 Deduction in respect of contribution to certain nension funds (Section SOCCC) 

Section 80CCC allows an employee deduction of an amount paid or deposited out of his 
income chargeable to tax to effect or keep in force a contract for any annuity plan of Life 
Jnsurance Corporation of India or any other insurer for receiving pension from the 
Fund referred to in section 10(23AAB). However, the deduction shall exclude interest or 
bonus accrued or credited to the employee's account, if any and shall not exceed Rs. 
l ,50,000.However, if any amount is standing to the credit of the employee in the fund 
referred to above and deduction has been allowed as stated above and the employee or his 
nominee receives this amount together with the interest or bonus accrued or credited to this 
account due to the reason of 

(i) Surrender of annuity plan whether in whole or part 
(ji) Pension received from the annuity plan 

then the amount so received during the Financial Year shall be the income of the employee 
or his nominee for that Financial Year and accordingly will be charged to tax. 

Where any amount paid or deposited by the employee has been taken into account for the 
purposes of this section, a deduction with reference to such amount shal l not be allowed 
under section 80C. 

5.5.3 DeductiOn in respect of contribution to pension scheme of Central Goyernment 
(Sectiop SOCeD); 

Section 80CCD(I) allows an employee, be ing an individual employed by the Central 
Government on or after 01.01.2004 or being an individual employed by any other employer, 
or any other assessee being an individual, a deduction of an amount paid or deposited out 
of his income chargeable to tax under a pension scheme as notified vide Notification F. N. 
5/7/2003- ECB&PR dated 22. 12.2003 National Pension System-NPS or as may be notifed 
by the Central Government. However, the deduction shall not exceed an amount equal to 
10% of his salary (includes Dearness Allowance but excludes all other allowance and 
perquisites). 

As per section 80CCD(lB), an assessee referred to in 80CCO(l) shall be allowed an 
deduction in computation of his income, of the whole of the amount paid or deposited in the 
previous year in his account under the pension scheme notified or as may be notified by the 
Central Government, which shall not exceed Rs. 50,000. The deduction of Rs. 50,000 shall 
be allowed whether or not any deduction is allO\ved under sub-section(l). However, the 
same amount cannot be claimed both under sub-section (1) and sub-section (1 B) of section 
80CCD. 

As per Section 80CCD(2), where any contribution in the said pension scheme is made by the 
Central Government or any other employer then the employee shall be allowed a deduction 
from his total income of the whole amount contributed by the Central Government or any 
other employer subject to limit of 10%. [increased to 14% from financial year 2019-20 if the 
amount is contributed by the Central Government] of his salary. 

Subject to provisions of section 10 (12A) and section to (12B) discussed in para 5.3.7, if 
any amount is standing to the credit of the employee in the pension scheme referred above 
and deduction has been allowed as stated above, and the employee or his nominee receives 
this amount together with the amount accrued thereon, due to the reason of 

(i) Closure or opting out of the pension scheme or 
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(ii) Pension received from the annuity plan purchased and taken on such closure or opting out 
then the amount so received during the FYs shall be the income of the employee or his nominee for 
that Financial Year and accordingly will be charged to tax. 

Further, the amount received by the nominee, on the death of the assessee, on closure or 
opening of the pension not be deemed to be the income of the nominee. Where any amount 
paid or deposited by the employee has been taken into account for the purposes of this 
section, a deduction with reference to such amount shall not be allowed under section 80C. 

Further, it has been specified that w.e. r 0 1.04.09 any amount received by the employee from 
the New Pension Scheme shall be deemed not to have been received in the previous year if 
such amount is used for purchasing an annuity plan in the same previous year. 

It is emphasized that as per the section 80CCE the aggregate amount of deduction under 
sections 80C, 80CCC and Section 80CCD(I) shall not exceed Rs.l,50,OOO/-. The 
deduction allowed under section 80 CCD(l B) is an additional deduction in respect of 
any amount paid in the NPS upto Rs. 50,000/-. However, the contribution made by the 
Central Government or any other employer to a pension scheme u/s 80CCD(2) shall be 
excluded from the limit of Rs.l,50,OOO/- provided under this section. 

5.5.4 Dedyction in respect of investment made under ap equity sayjul:s scheme 
(Sectiop 80 CCG)j 

Section 80CCO provides deduction wef assessment year 2013-14 in respect of investment 
made under notified equity saving scheme. Rajiv Gandhi Equity Savings Scheme 2012 has 
been notified vide SO No 2777 E, dated 23.11.2012 (subsequent corrigendum SO NO. 
2835E dated 05.12.2012) and amended vide notification SO No. 3693E dated 18.12.2013 as 
a scheme under this section. The scheme was modified in December 2013 vide notification 
SO 3693 dated 18.1 2.13 ( RGESS, 2013). The deduction under this section in accordance 
with RGESS 2013 is available if following conditions are satisfied: 

(a) The assessee is a resident individual 
(b) His gross total income does not exceed Rs. 121akhs; 
(c) He has acquired listed shares in accordance with a notified scheme or listed units 
of an equity oriented fund as defined in section 10(38); 
(d) The assessee is a new retail investor; 
(e) The investment is locked-in for a period of 3 years from the date of acquisition in 
accordance with the above scheme; 
(f) The assessee satisfies any other condition as may be prescribed. 

Amount of deduction -The amount of deduction is at 50% of the amount invested in equity 
shares/units. However, the amount of deduction under this provision cannot exceed Rs. 
25,000. 

Withdrawal of deduction - If the assessee, after claiming the aforesaid deduction, fails to 
satisfy the above conditions, the deduction originally allowed shall be deemed to be the 
income of the assessee of the year in which default is committed. 

This deduction is allowed for three consecutive assessment years beginning with the A Y in 
which the listed equity shares or units were ftrst acquired. If any deduction is claimed by a 
taxpayer under this section in any year, he shall nOl be entitled to any deduction under this 
section for any other year. 

The deduction under this section for F.Y. 2018-19 shall be allowed to an employee who has 
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claimed deduction under this section for F. Y 20] 6-17 if he is otherwise eligible to claim 
deduction as per provisions of this sections.

Under section SODD, where an employee, who is a resident in India, has, during the 
previous year-

(a) incurred any expenditure for the medical treatment (including nursing), training and 
rehabilitation of a dependant, being a person with disability; or 

(b) paid or deposited any amount under a scheme framed in this behalf by the Life Insurance 
Corporation or any other insurer or the Administrator or the specified company subject to 
the conditions specified in thi s regard and approved bv the Board in this behalf for the 
maintenance of a dependant, be ing a person with di sability, the employee shall be allowed a 
deduction ofa sum ofRs 75,0001- from his gross total income of that year. 

However, where such dependant is a person with severe disability. an amount Rs 1,25,000/­
shall be allowed as deduction subject to the specified conditions. 

The deduction under (b) above shall be allowed only if the fo llowing conditions are 
fulfilled: -

(i) the scheme referred to in (b) above provides for payment of annuity or lump sum 
amount for the benefit of a dependant, being a person with di sabili ty, in the event of 
the death of the individual in whose name subscription to the scheme has been made; 

(ii) the employee nominates either the dependant, being a person with disability, or 
any other person or a trust to receive the payment on his behalf, for the benefit of the 
dependant, being a person with disability. 

However, if the dependant, being a person with disability, predeceases the employee, an 
amount equal to the amount paid or depos ited under sub-para(b) above shall be deemed to be 
the income of the employee of the previous year in which such amount is received by the 
employee and shall accord ingly be chargeable to tax as the income of that previous year. 

5.5.6.2 Dedyctions in respect of a person with disability (sectiOn 80LD: 

Under section SOU, in computing the total income of an individual, being a resident, who, at 
any time during the previous year, is certified by the medical authority to be a person with 
disability, there shall be allowed a deduction of a sum of Rs 75,000/-. However, where such 
individual is a person with severe disability, a higher deduction of Rs 1,25,0001- shall be 
al lowable. 

DDOs should note that 80DD deduction is in case of the dependent of the employee whereas 
80U deduction is in case of the employee himself. However, under both the sections, the 
employee mau furnish to the DDO the following: 
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I. A copy of the certificate issued by the medical authority as defined in Rule 1IA(l) in 
- , the prescribed fonn as per Rule II A(2) of the Rules. The DDO has to allow deduction 

only after seeing that ule Certificate furnished is from the Medical Authority defined in 
this Rule and the same is in the form as mentioned therein. 

2. Further in cases where the condition of disability is temporary and requires 
reassessment of its extent after a period stipulated in the aforesaid certificate, no 
deduction under this section shall be allowed for any subsequent period unless a new 
certificate is obtained from the medical authority as in I above and furnished before 
the DDO.

Persons with Autism, Cerebral Palsy, Mental Retardation and Multiple Disabilities Act, 
1999; 

(f) "person with disability" means a person as referred to in clause (t) of section 2 of 
the Persons with Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full 
Participation) Act, 1995 or clause 0) of section 2 of the National Trust for Welfare of 
Persons with Autism, Cerebral Palsy, Mental Retardation and Multiple Disabilities Act. 
1999; 

(g) "person with severe disability" means-

(i) a person with eighty per cent or more of one or more disabilities, as 
referred to in sub-section (4) of section 56 of the Persons with Disabilities 
(Equal Opportunities, Protection oj Rights and Full Participarion) Act, 1995; 
or 
(aJ a person with severe disability referred to in clause (0) of section 2 of 
the National Trust for Welfare of Persons with Autism, Cerebral Palsy, 
Mental Retardation and Multiple Disabilities Act, 1999;

5.5.7. Deduction in respect of medical treatment. etc. (Section SODDD); 

Section SODDB allows a deduction in case of employee, who is resident in India, during the 
previous year, of any amount actually paid for the medical treatment of such disease or 
ailment as may be specified in the rules 11 DO ( I) for himself or a dependant. The deduction 
allowed is equal to the amount actually paid is in respect of the employee or his dependant 
or Rs. 40,000 whichever is less. 

Now the deduction can be al10wed on the basis of a prescription from an oncologist, a 
urologist, nephrologist, a haernatologist, an immunologist or such other specialist, as 
mentioned in Rule 1100. However, the amount of the claim shall be reduced by the amount 
if any received from the insurer or reimbursed by the employer. Further in case of the person 
against whom such claim is made is a senior citi zen (60 age years or more) then the 
deduction up to one lakh rupees is allowed 

For the purpose of !.his section, in the case of an employee, "dependant" means individual, 
the spouse, children, parents, brothers and sisters of the employee or any of them, dependant 
wholly or mainly on the employee for his support and maintenance. 

Vide Notification SO No. 2791 (El dated 12.10.2015, Rules llDD has been amended to do 
away with the requirement of furnishing a certificate in Fonn 10-1. A prescription from a 
specialist as specified in the Rules containing the name and age the patient, name of the 
disease/ailment along with the name, address, registration number & qualification of the 
specialist issuing the prescription would now be required. 

5.5.8 Deduction io respect of interest 00 loaD taken for higher edycation (Section 
Bl!Iili 

Section 80E allows deduction in respect of payment of interest on loan taken from any 
financial institution or any approved charitable institution for higher education for the 
purpose of pursuing his higher education or for the purpose of higher education of his 
spouse or his children or the student for whom he is the legal guardian. 

The deduction shall be allowed in computing the total income for the Financial year in 
which the employee starts paying the interest on the loan taken and immediately succeeding 
seven Financial years or until the Financial year in which the interest is paid in full by the 
employee, whichever is earlier. 
For the purpose of this section-

(a) "approved charitable institution" means an institution establ ished for 
charitable purposes and approved by the prescribed authority section lO(23C), or 
an institution referred to in section 800(2)(a); 
(b) "financial institution" means a banking company to which the Banking 
Regulation Act, 1949 applies (including any bank or banking institution referred to 
in section 51 of that Act); or any other financial institution which the Central 
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this behalf; 
(c) "higher education" means any course of study pursued after passing the Senior 
Secondary Examination or its equivalent from any scbool, board or university 
recognized by the Central Government or State Government or local authority or by 
any other authority authorized by the Central Government or State Government or 
local authority to do so; 
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5.5.9 Deduction in respect of interest on loan taken for certaip bouse property (Section 
80EEA); 

Section 80EEA introduced by the Finance (No.2) Act, 2019 (No. 23 of 2019), allows 
deduction from gross total income of an individual ( not eligible to claim deduction 
under section 80EE) in respect of the interest payable on loan taken by him from any 
financial institution for the purpose of acquisition of a residential house property if following 
conditions are met;-

(i) the loan has been sanctioned by the financial institution during the period beginning on 
the 1st day of April, 2019 and ending on the 31st day of March, 2021; 
(ii) the stamp duty value of residential house property does not exceed forty-five lakh 
rupees; 
(iii) the assessee does not own any residential house property on the date of sanction of loan. 
For the purposes of this section,-
(a) the expression "financial institution" shall have the meaning assigned to it in clause (a) 
of sub-section (5) of section 80EE; 
(b) the expression "slamp duty value" means value adopted or assessed or assessable by any 
authority of the Central Government or a State Government for the purpose of payment of 
stamp duty in respect ofan immovable property. 

The amount of this deduction shall not exceed Rs. 1,50,0001- and it shall be allowed in 
computing the total income of the individual for the assessment year 2020-21 and 
subsequent assessment years. 
Where a deduction under this section is allowed for any interest referred to in this section, 

no deduction shall be allowed in respect of such interest under any other provision of this 
Act for the same or any other assessment year. 

5.5.10 80EEB 

Section 80EEB introduced by the Finance (No.2) Act, 2019 ( No. 23 of 2019), allows 
deduction from gross total income of an individual in respect of the interest payable on loan 
taken 'by him from any financial institution for the purpose of purchase of an electric vehicle 
jfthe loan has been sanct ioned by the financial institution during the period from 01.04.2019 
to 31.03.2023. 
For the purposes of this section,-
(a) "electric vehicle" means a vehicle which is powered exclusively by an electric motor 
whose traction energy is supplied exclusively by traction battery installed in the vehicle and 
has such electric regenerative braking system, which during braking provides for the 
conversion of vehicle kinetic energy into electrical energy; 
(b) "financial institution" means a banking company to which the Banking Regulation Act, 
1949 (10 of 1949) applies, or any bank or banking institution referred to in section 51 of that 
Act and includes any deposit taking non-banking financial company or a systemically 
important non-deposit taking non-banking financial company as defined in clauses (e) and 
(g) of Explanation 4 to section 43B. 
The amount of this deduction shall not exceed Rs. 1,50,0001- and it shall be allowed in 
computing the total income of the individual for the assessment year 2020-21 and 
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subsequent assessment years . 
,....~ Where a deduction under this section is allowed for any interest referred to in this section, 

no deduction shall be allowed in respect of such interest under any other provision of this 
Act for the same or any other assessment year. 

, 

5.5.11 Deductions on respect ofdonatjons to certain funds. charitable institutiOnS. ctc .• 
(SectiOn SOG); 

Section SOG provides for deductions on account of donation made to various funds , 
charitable organizations etc. 1n cases where employees make donations to the Prime 
Minister's National Relief Fund, the Chief Minister<s Relief Fund or the Lieutenant 
Governor's Relief Fund through their respective employers, it is not possible for such funds 
to issue separate certificate to every such employee in respect of donations made to such 
funds as contributions made to these funds are in the form of a consolidated cheque. An 
employee who makes donations towards these funds is eligible to claim deduction under 
section 80G. It is, hereby, clarified that the claim in respect of such donations as indicated 
above will be admissible under section 80G on the basis of the certificate issued by the 
Drawing and Disbursing Officer (DDO)/Employer in this behalf - Ci rcular No. 2/2005. 
dated 12-1-2005. 

No deduction under this section is allowable in case the amount of donation exceeds Rs 
2000/- unless the amount is paid by any mode other than cash. 

5.S.U DeductioQs is respect of rents paid (Section SOGGl; 

Section 80GG allows the employee to a deduction in respect of house r cnt paid by him 
for his own residence. Such deduction is pennissible subject to the fo llowing conditions:· 

(3) the employee has not been in receipt of any House Rent Allowance specifically 
granted to him which qualifies for exemption under section 10(13A) of the Act; 
1») the employee files the declaration in Form No.1 OBA. (Annexure X) 
(c) The employee does nol own: 

(i) any residential accommodation himseLf or by his spouse or minor child 
or where such employee is a member of a Hindu Undivided Family, by 
such fam ily, at the place where he ordinarily resides or performs 
duties of his office or carries on his business or profession; or 

(Ii) at any other place, any residential accommodation which is in the 
occupation of the employee, the value of which is to be detenruned 
under section 23(2)(a) or section 23(4)(a), as the case may be. 

(d) He will be entitled to a deduction in respect of house rent paid by him in excess 
of 10% of his total income. The deduction shall be equal to 25% of total income 
or Rs. 5,000/· per month, whichever is less. The total income for working out 
these percentages will be computed before maki ng any deduction under section 
80GG. 

The Drawing and Disbursing Authorities should satisfy themselves that all the conditions 
mentioned above are satisfied before such deduction is allowed by them to the employee. 
They should also satisfy themselves in this regard by insisting on production of evidence 
of actual payment of rent. 
5.5.13 Deductions in respect of certain donations for scientific research or rural 
deyelopment £SectioQ 80 GGA);

They should also satisfy themselves in this regard by insisting on production of evidence 
of actual payment of donation and a receipt from the person to whom donation has been 
made and ensure that the appro vaVnotification has been issued by the right authority. DOO 
must ensure a self-declaration from the employee that he has no income from "Profits and 
gains of business or profession". 

5.5.14 Deduction in respect of interest on deposits in saYings account (Section 
80TTA); 

Section SOTT A allows to an employee. not being a senior citizen employee, from his gross 
total income if it includes any income by way of interest on deposits (not being time 
deposits) in a savings account, a deduction amounting to: 

(i) in a case where the amount of such income does not exceed in the aggregate ten 
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thousand rupees, the whole of such amount; and 

(ii) in any other case, ten thousand rupees. 

The deduction is available if such savings account is maintained in a 

(a) banking company to which the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, applies (including 
any bank or banking institution referred to in section 51 of that Act); 
(b) co-operative society engaged in carrying on the business of banking (including a 
co-operative land mortgage bank or a co-operative land development bank); or 
(c) Post Office as defined in clause (k) of section 2 of the Indian Post Office Act, 
1898. 

For this section, "time deposits" means the deposits repayable on expiry of fixed periods. 

5.5.15 Deduction in respect of interest on deposits in case of senior citizens (Section 
80TTB): 

Section 80TTS introduced by Finance Act, 2018 allows deduction to a senior citizen from 
his gross total income in respect of income by way of interest on deposits with -

(a) banking company to which the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, app lies (including 
any bank or banking institution referred to in section 51 of that Act); 

(b) co-operative society engaged in carrying on the business of banking (including a 
co-operati ve land mortgage bank or a co-operative land development bank); or 

(c) a Post Office as defined in clause (k) of section 2 of the Indian Post Office Act, 
1898. 

The amount of deduction in respect of above interest on deposit is as under:-

(i) in a case where the amount of such income does not exceed in the aggregate fifty 
thousand rupees, the whole of such amount; and 

(ii) in any other case, fifty thousand rupees. 

However, no deduction is allowed under section 80TTB to any partner of the finn or any 
member of the association or any individual of the body if said interest is derived from any 
deposit held by, or on behalfof, a firm, an association of persons or a body of individuals. 

For this purpose, "senior citizen"means an individual resident in India who is of the age of 
sixty years or more at any time during the relevant previous year. 

However, taxpayers claiming deduction under section SOITS shall not be eligible for 
deduction under section SOIT A. 
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6. REBATE OF Rs12500 FOR INDIVIDUALS HAVING TOTAL INCOME UPIO 
Rs 5 LAKH [SECTION 87A [ 

Finance Act, 2019( No.7 of 2019) provided relief in the form of rebate to individual 
taxpayers, resident in India, who are in lower income bracket, i. e. having total income not 
exceeding Rs 5,OO,OOO/~. The amount of rebate available under section 87 A is Rs 12,5001- or 
the amount of tax payable, whichever is less from fmancial year 2019-20. 

7 TDS ON PAVMENT OF ACCUMULATED BALANCE UNDER 
RECOGNISED PROVIDENT FUND AND CONTRIBUTION FROM APPROVED 
SWERANNUAIION FUND; 

7J The trustees of a Recognized Provident Fund, or any person authorized by the 
regulations of the Fund to make payment of accumulated balances due to employees, shall 
in cases where sub-rulc( l) of Rule 9 of Part A of the Fourth Schedule to the Act applies, 
at the time when the accumulated balance due to an employee is paid, make therefrom the 
deduction specified in Rule ID of Part A of the Fourth Schedule to the Act. 

The accumulated balance is treated as income chargeable under the head "Salaries". 

72 Where any contribution made by an employer, including interest on such 
contributions, if any, in an approved Superannuation Fund is paid to the employee, tax on 
the amount so paid shall be deducted by the trustees of the Fund to the extent provided in 
Rule 6 of Part B of the Fourth Schedule to the Act. TDS should be at the average rate of tax 
at which, the employee was liable to be taxed during the preceding three years or during the 
period. if that period is less than three years, when he was member of the fund. 

The deductor shall remain liable to deduct tax on any sum paid on account of returned 
contributions (including interest, if any) even if a fund or part of a fund ceases to be an 
approved Superannuation fund. 

73 As per section 192A of the Act, w. e. f. 01.06.20 15 the trustees of tbe EPF Scheme 
1952 framed under section 5 of the EPF & Misc. Provisions Act, 1952 or any person 
authorized under the scheme to make payment of accumulated balance due to employees, 
shall, in a case where the accumulated balance due to an employee participating in a 
recognized provident fund is includible in his total income owing to the provisions of Rule 8 
of Part A of Fourth Schedule not being applicable at the time of payment of accumulated 
balance due to the employee, deduct income tax thereon @ 10% if the amount of such 
payment or aggregate of such payment exceeds Rs 50,0001-. In case the employee does not 
provide hislher PA or Aadhaar number as the case may be, or provides an invalid PAN or 
Aadhaar number as the case may be. then the deduction will have to be made at maximum 
marginal rate. 

The Rule-8 of Part-A of fourth schedule excludes the following accumulated balance due 
and becoming payable to the employee from the total income; 

(i) If. he has rendered continuous service with his employer for a period of five years 
or more, or 

(ii) If. though he has not rendered such continuous service, the service has been 
terminated by reason of · 

• the employees ill health, or 
• by the contraction or discontinuance of the employer's business or 
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• other cause beyond the control of employee, or 

(iii) if, on cessation of his employment, the employee obtains employment with any 
other employer, to the extent amount of such accumulated balance is transferred 
to hi s individual account in any recognized provident fund maintained by such 
other employer, or 

(iv) if the entire balance standing to the credit of employee is transferred to his 
account under a pension scheme referred to in section 80 ceo and notified by 
the central Government. 

When the accumulated balance due and becoming payable to an employee includes 
any amount transferred from his individual account in any other recognized 
provident fund(s) maintained by his fonner employer(s), then in computing the 
period of continuous service the period or periods of continuous services rendered 
under fonner employer(s) shall be counted for the purposes of (i) and (ii) 
above. Under the above four situations at (i) to (iv), the accumulated balance due and 
payable to the employee is not liable for TDS under section 192 A. 

8. DnO, TO OBTAIN Eyn>ENCELPROOF OF CLAIMS; 

For the purpose of estimating income of the assesse or computing tax deductions, 
section 192(20) provides that person responsible for paying (DDOs) shall obtain from the 
assessee evidence or proof or particular of claims such as House rent Allowance (where 
aggregate annual rent exceeds one lakh rupees); Deduction of interest under the head 
"Income from house property" and deduction under Chapter VI-A as per the prescribed form 
12BB laid down by Rule 26C of the Rules. 

Further, as per section 192 (20) read with the rule 26C, it is mandatory for the DOOs to 
obtain details/evidence in respect of claim of exemption for leave travel concession or 
assistance before allowing the said exemption. The relevant form for furnishing details by 
employee is Form I2BB. 

It may be noted that the noos shall allow income-tax exemption as referred to in 
Para 5.3.1 after obtaining copies of invoices of specified expenditure incurred during 
tbe specified period. 

9. CALCULATION OF INCOME-TAX TO BE DEDUCTED; 

9.1 Salary income for the purpose of section 192 shall be computed as follow:-

a) First compute the gross salary as mentioned in para 5.1 including all the incomes 
mentioned in para 5.2 and excluding the income mentioned in para 5.3. 

b) Allow deductions mentioned in para 5.4 from the figure arrived at (a) above and 
compute the amount to arrive at Net salary of the employee 

c) Add income from all other heads- "House property", "Profits & gains of Business or 
Profession", Capital gains and Income from other Sources to arrive at tIle Gross Total 
Income as shown in the fonn of simple statement mentioned para 3.5. However it 
may be remembered that no loss under any such head is allowable by DDO other 
than loss under the I-lead "Income from House property" to the extent ofRs. 2.00 
lakh. 
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d) Allow deductions mentioned in para 5.5 from the figure arrived at (c) above ensuring 
that the relevant conditions are satisfied. The aggregate of the deductions subject to 
the threshold limits mentioned in para 5.5 shall not exceed the amount at (b) above 
and if it exceeds, it should be restricted to that amount. 

This will be the amount of total income of the employee on which income tax would be 
required to be deducted. This income should be rounded off to the nearest multiple of ten 
rupees. 

9.2 Income-tax on such income shall be calculated at the rates given in para 2.1 of this 
Circular keeping in view the age of the employee and subject to the provisions of sec. 
206AA, as discussed in para 4.8. Rebate as per Section 87 A up to Rs 12,500/- to eligible 
persons (see para 6) may be given. Surcharge shall be calculated in cases where applicable 
(see para 2.2). 

9.3 The amount of tax as increased by the surcharge if applicable so arrived at shall be 
increased by Health and Education Cess at the rate of 4% to arrive at the total tax payable. 

9.4 The amount of total tax payable as arrived at para 9.3 should be deducted every month 
in equal installments. Any excess or deficit arising out of any previous deduction can be 
adjusted by increasing or decreasing the amount of subsequent deductions during the same 
financial year. 

10. MISCELLANEOUS; 

10.1 These instructions are not exhaustive and are issued onl y with a view to guide 
the employers to understand the various provisions relating to deduction of tax from 
salaries. Wherever there is any doubt, reference may be made to the provisions of the 
Income-tax Act, 1961, the Income-tax Rules, 1962, the Finance Act,2020 (No. 12 of 2020), 
the Taxation and Other Laws (Relaxation and Amendment of Certain Provisions) Act, 2020( 
No. 38 of2020), the relevant circulars / notifications, e lC. 

10.2 In case any assistance is required, the Assessing Officer/the Local Public Relation 
Officer of the Income-tax Department may be contacted. 

10.3 These instructions may be brought to the notice of all Disbursing Officers and 
Undertakings including those under the control of the Central! State Governments.

The Fonn 24G should be prepared by the PAOfDTOICDDO (hereinafter referred to as 
AOs) as per the data structure (File fonnat) prescribed by the DlT (Systems), Delhi which 
is avai lable on TIN website www.tin-nsdJ.com. The AOs can prepare Form 24G either by 
using in-house facilities, third party sofu,vare or by using form 24G Return Preparation 
Utility (RPU) developed by NSDL e-Governance Infrastructure Limited (NSDL). which 
is freely downloadable from the TIN web-site www.tin-nsdl.com. 
After preparation of form 24G, the AO is required to validate the same by using the Form

Furnishing of Monthly Form No. 24G Statements by Pay and Accounts Officers 
(PAOs)/District Treasury Officers (DTOs)/Cheque Drawing and 

Disbursing Officers(CDDOs) 

1. Under what income tax rule should Form 24G be filed? 

Income-tax Department Notification no. 41 /20 IOdated May 31, 20 I Oamended the Income 
Tax Rule 30 which mandates that in case of an office of the Government, where tax has been 
paid to the credit of Central Government without the production of a challan (associated with 
deposit of the tax in a bank), the releyant PAD I CDDP I DID or an equivalent office of 
tbe eoyergrnent (berein after called as AO in this document) is required to file Form 
24G on monthly basis. 

2. Who is the relevant PAO/CDDOIDTO who is liable for filing Form 24G? 

A relevant PAOICDDOIDTO is that office to whom the DeductorlDDO (TAN holder) reports 
reminance of TDSJTCS through book adjustment Generally, the Central Government DDOs 
report TDS through book entry to their respective Pay and Accounts Officers (PAOs) and the 
State Government DDOs report TDS through book entry to their respective District Treasury 
Officers(DTOs). Such PAOs and DTOs are required to file Form 240 on monthly basis. 

There are also cases of Cheque Drawing and Disbursing Officers (CD DOs) who report TDS 
through book entry directly to State AG. For example, PWD, Forest Department etc. Such 
CDDOs are also required to file Form 24G on monthly basis. Schematic Diagram at 
Annexure-lIT clarifies the person responsible for filing Form 240 in different scenarios. 

3. Can the same office/officer also act as DDO and AO? 

Ordinarily, the PAO office is the one to whom the 000 reports the TDS and therefore, both 
should be from different offices. However, where the DDO and AO are the same, as in the 
case of CODOs, the stati stics report of Form 240 should be counter signed by his superior 
officer. 

4. What is AIN and who should apply? 

Accounts Office Identification Number (AIN) is a unique seven digit which is allotted by the 
Directorate of lncome Tax. (Systems), Delhi, to every AO. Each AO is uniquely identified in 
the system by this number. AOs are required to apply for AfN with jurisdictional TDS office. 
The AIN application can be downloaded from TIN site. Every AIN holder is required to file 
Fonn 24G. 

Each 000 is identified in the system by a Tax Deduction and Collection Account Number 
(TAN). This number is allotted by Income Tax Department. 

5. Where should the Accounts Office Identification Number (AIN) application be 
submitted ? 

The duly filled and signed application for AlN allotment is to be submitted in 
physical form by the PAO / CODO I DTO to the jurisdictional CIT (TDS). Complete and 
correct AIN application forms will be fonvarded by the jurisdictional CIT (TDS) to NSDL e­
Governance Infrastructure Limited (NSDL), Times Tower, 1st Floor, Kamala Mills 
Compound, SenapatiBapatMarg, Lower Pare! , Mumbai - 400013 recommending allotment of 
A1N to the PAO I CDDO I DTO. 
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6. What information should be submitted through Form 24G? 

Every AO should furnish one complete, correct and consolidated Form 24G every month 
having detai ls of each type of deduction I collection separately viz. TDS·Salary I TDS-Non 
Salary I TDS-Non Salary Non Residents I TCS made by each 000 under hi s jurisdiction. 

7. Where should Form 24G be submitted? 

Form 24G is to be furnished only in electronic fonn in a CD/pen drive at TIN-FCs or online 
through AO Account at www.lin-nsd l.com web portal. The facil ity to submit Form No. 24G 
online is available free of cost. Provisional Receipt Number (PRN) is issued as an 
acknowledgement of the receipt of Form 24G. 

8. How to register for online facility? 

Registration for AO Account is mandatory for fi ling Form No. 24G online through TfN 
website, www.tin·nsd l.com. Registration AO Account is required once only. AO required to 
submit the Form No. 24G at n N-FC at least once to comply with the Know Your Customer 
(KYC) norms for registration of the AO Account. After registration, it is optional for AO 
either to submit the Form No.24G in COlPen drive at TIN-FC or online. 

9. What are the functionalities available with AO Account? 
Through the AO Account, the AO can view the status of Fonn No. 24G filed, obtain BIN 
(Book Identification Number) details, update AO profile and upload Form No. 24G. The 
status tracking is based on AIN and concerned Provisional Receipt Number (PRN) of Form 
24G. 

10. Can the AO furnish Form No. 24G in paper form?

Utility (FVU) developed by NSDL and freely available at the TiN or ITO website. The 
statement can be furnished in Compact Disk (CD) at any of the TTN-Facilitation Centres 
(TIN-FC) managed by NSDL along with Form 240 Statement Statistics Report (generated 
through File Validation Utility), duly signed by the AO. The list of TTN-Fes is available at 
TrN or ITO website. 

Once Form 24G is accepted by the TTN-FC, it will issue a provisional receipt wi th a unique 
Prov isional Rece ipt Number (PRN) to the AO as a proof of submission of the statement.

This utility can be used 
for preparation ofFonn 24G with upto 75,000 records. Form 24G Preparation Utility (version 
1.21 should be used fo r regular and correction statements. 

16, What is File Validation Utility (FVU)? 

The AO should pass the Form 24G (Regular/Correction) file generated using Preparation 
Uti lity through the File validatjon Utility (FYll) to ensure format level accuracy of the file . 
This utility is also freely downloadable from TIN website. Tn case the Form 240 contains any 
errors, the AO should rectify the same. After rectifying the errors, user should pass the 
rectified Form 24G through the FVU. This process should be continued till an error-free Form 
24G is generated. Fonn 24G (regular/correction) prepared from F.Y. 2005-06 onwards can be 
val idated using th is utility. 

The Form 24G FVU is a Java based utility. JRE (Java Run-time Env ironment) [versions: 
SUN JRE: 1.4.2_02 or 1.4.2_03 or 1.4.2_04 or IBM IRE: 1.4.1.0] should be installed on the 
computer where the Form 240 FVU is being installed. JRE is freely downloadable 
[rom bttpj /ljaya,sUn,cQm and bttp:/Iwww.jbm,cowldeyelopenyorks/ jayaljdk or you can 
request your computer vendor (hardware) to install the same for you. 
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The form 24G FVU setup comprises of two files, namely-

• Form 24G FVU.bat: This is a setup program for installation ofFVU. 
• Form 24G_FVU_STANDALONE.jar: This is the FVU program fil e. 

These files are in an executable zip file (Fonn24GFVU.exe) (vers ion 1.2). These files are 
required for installing the Form 24G FVU. 

Instructions for extracting and setup are given in: 

• Form 24G FVU Extract and Setup 

17. After preparation of Form No. 24G statement through RPU, three files are 
generated when such statement passes through FVU. Is the AO required to take all 
tbree files in CD IPen drive to TIN-FC? 

When a valid file is passed through the FVU, the following three files are generated;. 

(a) The upload file 
(b) Form 24G statement Statistics Report and 
(c) Fonn 24G. 

Every Fonn 24G (upload file) mentioned at Sr. No. (a) is to be saved in CD and the 
same should be accompanied witb the Statement Statistic Report mentioned at Sr. No. (b), in 
paper form duly signed by the Accounts Officer, which needs to be submitted at TIN-Fes. 

Fonn 24G: Form 24G, at serial number (c) above, is a reader friendly fotmat of 
TDSrrCS Book Adjustment form. This is like the physical form of f orm 240 in html format. 
It contains all the details of Accounts Officer as well as Drawing and Disbursement Officer. 
There is no need to submit this file. 

tS. Can the Form 24G Statement be corrected? 
Every Form 24G is to be prepared in accordance with the data structure prescribed by the 
Income Tax Department (lTD). If it does not confirm to the new data structure it will be 
rejected by TIN. 

As per procedure, statements relating to Form 24G should be complete and correct. No 
fragmented statements are expected to be filed (Le. separate statements giving details for 
deductions under different form type with respect to the same AIN, FY and month). However, 
any mistake made in an original accepted statement can be rectified by submitting a 
_correction statement'. For correction, the latest version of the RPU should be 
downloaded from TiN website. 

Fonn 24G corrections can also be uploaded directly at the T1N website. For direct upload at 
TIN Central system, AO has to first register AfN at TIN website and upload the Form 24G 
correction. 

19. What are the different kinds of correction statements allowed? 

There are two different types of correction statements that can be furnished by the AD. These 
are listed below. 

• M (Modify) -: For any modification in the existing Form 24G statement. 
• X (Cancel) -: For cance llation of an existing Form 24G statement. 

For preparation of correction statement, the receipt number of the original statement and 
receipt number of the previous statement is mandatory. 
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In case of first correction, PRN of original statement should be provided in field -Receipt 
number of Original Statementl and also in the field -Receipt number of Previous 
Statement -. 

In case a correction statement has already been filed earlier, PRN of original statement shou ld 
be provided in field " Receipt number of Original Statement" and PRN of last correction to 
be mentioned in field "Receipt number of Previous Statement" . 

20. What is M -Type of Correction Statement? 

This type of correction statement is to be furnished by AD, if it wishes to update any of its 
detail s like its name, address, Responsible person detai ls, category, Min istry, State or deletion 
and addition of DDO (Drawing & Disbursing Officer) etc. Modifications in AIN (Account 
office Identification Number), Financial Year and Month are not allowed. 

There are three modes by which changes can be made in the ODD details provided in original 
Form 24G statement: 

• Add: 000 records can be added to the orig inal Form 24G statement 
• Update: details ofODO (i.e. TAN, TAN Name, demographic and contact details, 

amount of tax deducted and remined, nature of deduction) can be updated for 
the DOO records provided in original or subsequent correction statement 

• Delete: DDD records provided in original Form 24G or subsequent correction 
statement can be deleted 

M-type correction statement wi ll always contain AO detail s and details of ODO which are 
added andlor deleted. 

21. What is X-Type of Correction Statement? 

This type of correction statement is to be furnished by AD if it wishes to cancel an existing 
Fonn 24G statement. Fi ling of Correclion type X will allow ADs to file regu lar Form 24G for 
the same primary key (AlN, Financial year and Month). This type of correction is to be filed 
only if the Fonn 240 has been filed with wrong AIN, F.Y. or Month. 

22. What is BIN? 

BIN stands for -Book Identification Numberl fo r each form type mentioned in the accepted 
monthly form No. 24G. BIN consists of the following: 
(i) Receipt Number: Receipt number is a seven digit unique number generated on successful 

acceptance of Form 24G. 

(i i)DDO Serial Number: It is a five digit unique number generated for every DDD 
transaction reported in Form 240 statement. 

(iii) Transfer Voucher Date: It is the last date of month for which Form 24G statement is 
filed. 

BIN is required to be disseminated to the respecti ve DDOs who in tum are required to report 
the same in the TDSrrCS Statement. The quoting of BLN has been made mandatory w.e.f 
OplFebruary, 2012. BfN is a unique number to verify the claim of TDS deposited without 
production of challan. As it is a veri fication key, it is adv ised that valid BIN dissem inated by 
AD to the respective DDO should be correctly filled in TDS statement. 

23. When is BIN generated? 
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On processing of accepted Fonn 24G statement, BIN is generated for each 000 record (with 
valid TAN) present in Fonn 240 statement. BIN are generated at TIN Cenlral System and 
intimated to the PAOs with details of TAN and Fonn Type. 

24. What do the PAO and DDO have to do with the BIN? 

PAOs have to disseminate the BINS to respective DDOs. While preparing the quarterly 
TDSITCS statement, DOD has to quote the said BrN details, if tax has been paid through 
transfer vo ucher (book adjustment). 

BINs generated for a particular 24G are mailed to the AD on the e~mail id provided in Form 
240. In addition, AO may also download the BI details through AD login at TIN site. 

25. Under what circumstances will BIN be generated? 

• BIN will be generated for valid IAN~DDO records added in Form 24G correction 
statement. 

• BIN will be generated for DOD records where invalid TANsffAN not present in 
Income Tax Deparnnent database is updated with a valid TAN. 

• New BIN will not bc generated for any update made in TAN name, demographic and 
contact details, amount of Tax deducted and remitted or nature of deduction. 

• BIN details will not be generated for deleted 000 records. 

26. \Vhat is the utility of BIN? 
The BIN details and amount of TDS reported in the quarterly TDSrrCS Statement filed by 
the DOD will be matched with the respective details filed in Form No.24G filed by the PAO 
for verification purposc. 

27. Are there instances where BIN details and amount of TDS reported in TDSrrCS 
statements do not match with that reported in Form 24G? What are the consequences of 
such mismatch? 

(i) Instances of wrong/incorrect reporting of BIN by the noos in the TDSrrCS 
Statement have been observed. Reporting of incorrect BINs and corresponding amount in 
TDS statement will lead to mismatch with the respective amount as reported in the Form No. 
24G. In this situation, the corresponding deductees may not get credit of the TDSrrCS. 
Therefore, the BIN as disseminated by the respective PAO shou ld be reported correctly along 
with the corresponding amount in the TOS/TCS Statement filed by the DDOs. 
(ii) In a number of cases, one distinct DOD has been found to be reported by more than 
one AD in the Fonn No. 24G for the same form type ofTDS statement which is not a valid 
scenario. The DDOs and respective AOs are advised to reconcile the issue and one 000 
should be mapped to one AO only for a particular fonn type for a particular month. 

28. What are the duties of PAOsIDTOs/CDDOs? 

t. To apply for AIN with jurisdictional IDS office. A IN application can bedownloaded 
from TIN site. 

It. To obtain correct TAN from the reporting DDOs. 
iii. To file Form No. 24G (in CD, DVD, Pen Drive), within 10 days from the end of the 

month, electronically either at TlN-FC or by direct online upload at TIN website. 
IV. To track status of the filed Fonn No. 24G through TIN website. 
v. To download Book Identification Number (BIN) generated on the basis of24G 

statement. 
vi. To di sseminate BIN to the respective DDOs. 
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29. What are the duties of DDOs? 

I. To provide correct TAN to their PAOS/DrOS/CDDOs to whom the ODO/Deductor 
reports the lax so deducted & who is responsible for crediting such sum to the credit 
of the Central Government. 

ii. To report to PADS/DTOS/CDDOs, the detail s of tax deducted and credited to the 
Central Government account through book adjustment. 

111. To quote BIN in the quarterly TDSrrCS Statement (24Q, 26Q, etc) for the tax 
deducted and credited through book adjustment. 

IV. Fi ling ofTDSfTCS statement (24Q, 26Q etc) with in the due date. 
v. To download Form 16126A from TRACES website (www.tdscpc.gQv.in) and timely 

issuance of the same to the deductees. 

30. What arc the consequences of non-quoting of BIN details in quarterly TDSrrCS 
statement? 

(a) BIN details and amount of TDS reported in the quarterly TDSrrCS Statement filed 
by the DDO will be matched with the detail s filed in Form No.24G filed by the PAD 

for verification purpose. 
(b) Any wrong information reported by the DOOs in TDSrrCS Statement may lead to 

mismatch due to which cred it to the respective deductee will not be available in the 
deductee ' s Form 26AS. 

(c) Further deta ils are avai lable at TIN website www.tin-nsdl.com and lTD website 
www.incometaxindia.gov.in. 

31. What is the format of Form 16116A to be issued to thedeductecs? 

It is mandatory to download and generate the Form 16116A from the TRACES portal 
only. Deductor is allowed to issue manually only part _B' ofFonn 16 for salary detai ls. 

32. Is there any scenario where the DDO is also required to obtain tbe AIN? 

Yes, if the ded uctor is in the capacity of CODa and directly reports tax deduction through 
transfer voucher to State AG, in that case CODO is required to obtain the AIN and file 24G 
for the respective book adjustment entries and then also required to fi le the TDSITCS 
statement as a TAN holder. 
For example in the case of Executi ve Engineer in state Government who are making 
payments to the contractors after deducting the TDSITCS through cheque are liable to fi le 
Form 26Q for re port ing such TOS transactions. They will be requ ired to obta in the AIN and 
file fonn 24G for monthly reporting of these book adjustment entries and fi le quarterly TOS 
statements as TAN holder by quoting the corresponding BINs . ...

1. Quarterly e-TDS statement/return should be prepared by Deductor/DDO as per the data 
structure (File Format) prescribed by the DIT (Systems), Delhi which is available on TIN 
website www.tin-nsdl.com. DeductorlDDO can prepare e-TDS statement/return either by 
using in-house facilities, third party software or by using Return Preparation Utility 
(RPU) developed by NSDL e-Governance Infrastructure Limited (NSDL), which is freely 
downloadable from the TIN website. 
After preparation of e-TDS statement/return, the DeductorlDDO is required to validate 
the same by using the File Validation Utility (FVU) which is freely available on TlN 
website. 
2. Procedure of furnisbing of e-TDS statement/return at TIN Facilitation Centres 
(TIN-FC.): 
Once file is validated through FVU, _.fvu file' is generated. Copy of this _.fvu file' in 
CDIDVDlPen Drive along with physical Form 27 A duly filled and signed by the 
Deductor/DDO or by the person authorized by the DeductorlDDO, to be furnished at 
TIN-FC, an acknowledgement containing a unique 15 digit token number is provided to 
the DeductorlDDO. DeductorlDDO can view the status of e-TDS statement/return on TIN 
website. 
Only one regular e-TDS statement/return for a _FY-Quarter-TAN-Form' can be 
submitted. 
2.1 Correction in c-TDS statements/returns: 
2.1.1 CPC-TDS portal (www.tdscpc.gov.in) has also introduced online correction of 
statements whereby personal information, PAN correction, add/update of challan 
informati on, add/update of salary detail, add/update/movement of deductee row etc. can 
be done in the statements filed by the deductors, with or without the digital signatures.

3. Procedure of preparation and furnishing of paper TDS statement/return at TIN­
Facilitation Centres (TIN-FCs): 
All statement/return in Form 24Q are required to be furnished in computer media except 
in case where the number of deductee records are equal to or less than 20. Paper 
statement/return duly filled and signed by the DeductorlDDO can be furnished at TIN-Fc' 
On successful acceptance of paper statement/return at the TIN-FC, an acknowledgment 
containing a unique 15 digit token no. is provided to the Deductor/DDO. DeductorlDDO 
can view the status of paper statement/return on TIN website. No charges are applicable 
for paper TDS statement/return. 

3_1 Correction in paper statements/returns: 
The physical TDS statement/return is to be filed again in case of any correction to a 
physical TDS statement/return accepted at TIN . The deductor will submit the duly fi lled 
and signed physical TDS statement/return along with a copy of provisional receipt of 
regular paper statement/return at TIN-FC. On successful acceptance of correction paper 
statement/return at the TIN-FC, an acknowledgement containing a unique 15 digit token 
number is provided to the DeductorlDDO. Deductor/DDO can view the status of paper 
statement/return on TIN website.

F.No. SnI2003-ECB &PR- The government approved on 23'd August, 2003 the proposal to 
implement the budget announcement of 2003-04 relating to introducing a new restructured 
defined contribution pension system for new entrants to Central Government service, except 
to Armed Forces, in the first stage, replacing the existing system of defined benefit pension 
system. 

I. The system would be mandatory for all new recruits to the Central Government 
serv ice from p tof January 2004 (except the armed forces in the first stage). The 
monthly contribution would be 10 percent of the salary and DA to be paid by the 
employee and matched by the Central government. However, there will be no 
contribution fonn the Government in respect of individuals who are not Government 
employees. The contribution and investment returns would be deposited in a non­
withdrawab le pension tier-I account. The existing provisions of defined benefit 
pension and GPF would not be available to the new recruits in the Central 
Government service. 

11. In addition to the above pension account, each individual may also have a 
voluntary tier-Jl withdrawable account at his option. This option is given as GPF will 
be withdrawn for new recruits in Central government service. Government w ill make 
no contribution into this account. These assets would be managed through exactly the 
above procedures. However, the employee would be free to withdraw part or all of 
the _second tier' of his money anytime. This withdrawable account does not 
constitute pension investment, and would attract no special tax treatment. 

iii. Individuals can nonnally exit at or after age 60 years for tier-! of the pension 
system. At the exit the individual would be mandatorily required to invest 40 percent 
of pension wealth to purchase an annuity (from an IRDA- regulated life insurance 
company). In case of Government employees the annuity should provide for pension 
for the lifetime of the employee and his dependent parents and his spouse at the time 
of retirement. The individual would receive a lump-sum of the remaining pension 
wealth, which he would be free to utilize in any manner. Indi vidua ls would have the 
flexibility lo leave the pension system prior to age 60. However, in this case, the 
mandatory alillu iti sation would be 80% of the pension wealth. 

Architecture of the new Pension System 

(i) It will have a central record keeping and accounting (CRA) in frastructure, 
several pension fund managers (PFMs) to offer three categories of schemes viz. 
option A, Band C. 

(ii) The participating entities (PFMs and eRA) would give out easi ly understood 
information about past performance, so that the individual would be able to 
make informed choices about which scheme to choose. 

2. The effective date for operationalization of the new pension system shall be form )St of 
January, 2004.
